Answers should be positive, and not generic.

Go into specifics from your resume and portfolio; show an employer your value and how you'd be an
asset.

You have to say, "I'm the best person for the job Regarding Candy Polisher. | know there are other candidates who could fill this position, but my passion for
excellence sets me apart from the pack. | am committed to always producing the best results. For example...”

Answers like these show a desire for improvement, self awareness and discipline.

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Question - 47:
