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Question - 53:
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four dices amonth. If the average dlice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the slice is 30 square inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 sguare inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average slice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 square inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million sgquare feet of pizzaamonth.
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Question - 54:
Describe atypical work week for this position As Foundry Mold Finisher?

Interviewers expect a candidate for employment to discuss what they do while they are working in detail. Before you answer, consider the position As Foundry Mold
Finisher you are applying for and how your current or past positions relate to it. The more you can connect your past experience with the job opening, the more
successful you will be at answering the questions.
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Question - 55:
What problems have you encountered at work?

Ans:

Wow, do we have problems! Where do | begin? Well, most of the problems are internal, just people not working well with each other. | have one person on our team
who is area problem, but it seems like management is afraid to do anything about it. So we all end up having to do extra work to cover for this person, who just
doesn't work. We all say that he'sretired in place. | think he's just holding on until retirement in a couple years. But he'sareal problem. | complain about it--alot--but
nothing ever seemsto get done. |'ve even written negative reviews about the person, hoping he will get canned, but it doesn't happen. | can't wait for him to retire.

This is a loaded question and a nasty little game that you will probably lose if you answer first. So, do not answer it. Instead, say something like, that's a tough
question.

Have you got any questions?

Ans:

This is your final opportunity to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job. Now is not the time to ask questions about holidays, pay or
pensions - al these things can be asked later when you get an offer of employment. Now is the time to ask about any reservations that the interviewer may have about
your suitability for the role. Y ou will then give yourself one last chance to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job.

Example Thank you. | think we have covered everything. Before we finish the interview | would like to take the opportunity to ask if you have any reservations
about my suitability for thisrole?
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Question - 59:
Are you planning to continue your studies and training As Foundry Mold Finisher?
Ans:

If asked about plans for continued education, companies typically look for applicantsto tie independent goals with the aims of the employer. Interviewers consistently
want to see motivation to learn and improve. Continuing education shows such desires, especially when potentials display interests in academia potentially benefiting
the company.

Answering in terms of "l plan on continuing my studies in the technology field," when offered a question from a technology firm makes sense. Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
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Question - 60:
Tell me something about your family background?
Ans:

First, aways feel proud while discussing about your family background. Just simple share the details with the things that how they influenced you to work in an
arlinefield.

How would you motivate your team members to produce the best possible results?
Ans:

Trying to create competitive atmosphere, trying to motivate the team as a whole, organizing team building activities, building good relationships amongst people.
