However, the example shared should be fairly inconsequential, unintentional, and a learned lesson
should be gleaned from it. Moving ahead without group assistance while assigned to a group project meant to be collaborative is a good example.

You have to say, "I'm the best person for the job As Salvage Operator Electronics Worker. | know there are other candidates who could fill this position, but my
passion for excellence sets me apart from the pack. | am committed to always producing the best results. For example..."

If you give the interviewer some other job the
interviewer may get concerned that you'll get dissatisfied with the position if you're hired. Again, don't be specific. A good response could be, "A job where my work
ethic and abilities are recognized and | can make a meaningful difference to the organization."

Some good answers might be that your previous job didn't provide any room for growth, that you
were laid off due to a mandatory reduction in staff, that they closed their office in your state and required you to relocate, etc. Make sure not to mention anything
negative about the people you worked with, the company in general or thejob itself.

From there
research the news on them and go to their websites to understand their positioning on solutions and vision. Y ou can also research local regional companies that are
their competition (if it's a smaller private company on aregional scale) by simply typing in similar product offerings in the Google search followed by the city. Make
sure you know their competitor's vision, products, culture, and how they are differentiated against their competition (and if they're not, how they could be)

What motivates you to succeed?

Try to find this information out
before giving your salary expectations. Y ou can and should provide arange instead of an exact number. But again, don't say any numbers you're not comfortable with
because if the employer offers you asalary at the lowest end of your range, you don't have much to negotiate with when it comes to getting a higher salary.
