Question - 1:
Tell us something about yourself?

Ans:

Bad Answer: Candidates who ramble on about themselves without regard for information that will actually help the interviewer make a decision, or candidates who
actually provide information showing they are unfit for the job.

Good answer: An answer that gives the interviewer a glimpse of the candidate's personality, without veering away from providing information that relates to the job.
Answers should be positive, and not generic.

Question - 2:
Your client is upset with you for a mistake you made, how do you react?

Ans:
Acknowledge their pain - empathize with them. Then apologize and offer a solution to fix the mistake.

Question - 3:
How well do you perform under pressure?

Ans:

Thisisafair question, as potential employers want to know if you're going to be able to get the job done even when things get allittle bit stressful. Y ou may say that
you thrive under pressure or that you're able to get the job done even when things get alittle bit stressful, just make sure to provide some real world examples of your
ability to work under pressure in aprior job.

Question - 4:
Tell me about yourself?

Ans:

There are some questions that your potential employer aren't allowed to ask (but trust me, they probably want to). For instance, they shouldn't really ask about your
family or how far away you live from your potential place of employment. If you can find a way to answer these questions anyway (with the answers they want to
hear), that will give them alittle added info to help them make the (right) decision!

Question - 5:
What education or training have you had that makes you fit for this profession At TheraCom?

Ans:

This would be the first question asked in any interview. Therefore, it isimportant that you give a proper reply to the question regarding your education. Y ou should
have all the documents and certificates pertaining to your education and/or training, although time may not allow the interviewer to review all of them.

Question - 6:
Give me a specific example of atime when you had to conform to a policy with which you did not agree?

Ans:

You want to first understand why the policy was put into effect. From there, if you truly disagree with it, explain your position to your management. If they don't
change it, then you must accept their decision and continue to work or the alternative decision would be to find a new job.

Question - 7:
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Explain yourself in one line?

Ans:

When you respond, keep in mind the type of position you are interviewing for like TheraCom based job, the company culture, and the work environment. Y our
answer should help show the interviewer why you're a match for the job and for the company.

Sample answers are:

* |'m a people person. | really enjoy meeting and working with alot of different people.

* |I'm a perfectionist. | pay attention to all the details, and like to be sure that everything is just right.

* |'m acreative thinker. | like to explore alternative solutions to problems and have an open mind about what will work best.

* | enjoy solving problems, troubleshooting issues, and coming up with solutions in atimely manner.

Question - 8:
Areyou currently looking at other job opportunities?
Ans:

Just answer this question honestly. Sometime an employer wants to know if there are other companies you're considering so that they can determine how serious you
are about the industry, they're company and find out if you're in demand. Don't spend a lot of time on this question; just try to stay focused on the job you're
interviewing for.

Question - 9:
Do you know anyone that works with our company?

Ans:

Sometimes companies have policies relating to the hiring of individuals related to current company employees. If you are related to anyone working for the company
make sure you're aware of company policies before you enter the interview. If you have a friend or acquaintance working for the company make sure have good
relationship with this individual before mentioning them.

Question - 10:
What are your strengths At TheraCom?

Ans:

This is one of the most common questions you will be asked. Give an answer relevant to the skills and qualities relevant to the position you are applying to. The
interviewer is trying to find if your strengths match the job. For example, if you are applying for a job At TheraCom where accuracy is an important issue, one of
your strengths could be that you have an eye for detail. It may useful to find different words to describe similar attributes and qualitiesin order to avoid repetition.

Y ou notice there are too many non productive internal meetings being held, what do you do?

However, if you have no problem working in certain roles or
situations, be sure to discuss this with the interviewer.

Try not to be too critical when answering this question. Instead, pick one of your weaknesses and try to turn it into a positive.
For example, you could be a perfectionist, which means that you sometimes take longer on tasks, but you make sure that they are completed to a high quality. It is
important to make a negative into a positive as it doesn't make you appear overly critical and shows you can reflect on your own performance.

Can you describe your ideal boss/supervisor?

Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in ateam or take intruction and side with your former employer.
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Question - 15:
How do you handle confidentiality in your work?

Ans:

Often, interviewers will ask questions to find out the level of technical knowledge At TheraCom that a candidate has concerning the duties of a care assistant. In a
question such as this, there is an opportunity to demonstrate professional knowledge and awareness. The confidentiality of a person's medical records is an important
factor for a care assistant to bear in mind.

Do you consider yourself successful?

Ans:

Y ou should always answer yes to this question. Briefly explain why without going on and on. If you communicate that you're more successful than you really are you
may come off as arrogant or unrealistic. A goof explanation is that you have set professional goals and that you have met some of these goals and are on track to meet
morein the near future.

Tell me about atime when you had to give someone difficult feedback At TheraCom?

Ans:

By asking this question, your interviewer hopes to learn whether you can communicate effectively, address issues in the workplace and motivate others during
difficult times. Giving negative feedback requires honesty, thoughtfulness and tact. Answering this question well can help show an interviewer that you would be a
good fit for amanageria position or a position that involves working closely with others.

Why are you leaving last job?
Ans:

Although this would seem like a simple question, it can easily become tricky. You shouldn't mention salary being a factor at this point At TheraCom. If you're
currently employed, your response can focus on developing and expanding your career and even yourself. If you're current employer is downsizing, remain positive
and brief. If your employer fired you, prepare a solid reason. Under no circumstance should you discuss any drama or negativity, always remain positive.

Then, steer the conversation toward how you will do the job and contribute to the organization: "I decided
to take abreak at the time, but today 1'm ready to contribute to this organization in the following ways."

Always smile and focus on the positive reason such you were seeking the opportunity to expand
your career opportunities, your interest in working with a new firm that provided greater opportunity, you desired to work in a new location, etc. Don't reference
previous job problems or differences with management that caused you to leave. If you stay positive, your answer may help you. If you're negative, you will likely
decrease your chances of getting the job for which you're interviewing.

The best managers are strong but flexible, and that's exactly what you want to show off in your answer. (Think something like, "While every situation and every team
member requires a bit of adifferent strategy, | tend to approach my employee relationships as a coach...") Then, share a couple of your best managerial moments, like
when you grew your team from five to 15 or coached an underperforming employee to become the company's top employee.

What is your biggest weakness At TheraCom?

No one likes to answer this question because it requires a very delicate balance. You simply can't lie and say you don't have one; you can't trick the interviewer by

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so honest that you throw yourself under the bus (*'I'm not amorning person so I'm working on getting to the office on time.")

Bad Answer: Candidate is unprepared for question or only gives generic answers.

This is the most common job interview question - everybody should be expecting it. If they don't seem prepared, or give a fairly stock answer, it's probably a bad
sign.

Good answer: The consensusis to go for quality, not quantity here. Candidates should give a short list of strengths, and back each one up with examples that illustrate
the strength. Also, they should explain how these strengths will be useful in the job you're applying for, and use this question to say something interesting about
themselves.

Top 12 Stress Based Interview Questions At TheraCom:

Ans:

Some jobs require employees to work under stress, and some interviewers just like to see how applicants handle stressful questions.
There are many questions designed for putting the interviewee into an awkward situation, or throwing them off, to see how they do under stress. Here are some
samples.

What classes did you enjoy most in college and why?
Ans:

Think back to the classes that either resonated with your passion or truly helped you to develop skills that you believe will help you in your career. Talk about those.

What does "collaboration with teammates' mean to you?

Drinking at the water cooler together is not the best example. Think of how you can collaborate with teammates to generate new ideas, to create initiatives to impact
the business' success for the better (specifically in the department that you're applying for). For example, if you're applying to marketing, collaboration could mean
discussing new ways of social media advertising to reach an audience of over amillion people to strengthen the brand awareness of the company.

Have you ever been fired and if yes, why?

Answer this as positively as possible and try to avoid disparaging the company you had previously worked for. The key is to accept the fact that yes, you were fired,
but you've learned from the mistakes that got you there and you're better now because of it. If you haven't been fired, well, then this question's a piece of cakeisn't it?

Describe your vision of your perfect dream job?
Ans:

Ideally, the role you're applying for either isthat dream job or will help you get to it. If it's going to help you get there, describe the elements of that job role that you
are passionate about so that it ties to the vision of what your dream job is. Be honest and talk about the type of work environment, management team / leadership,
coworkers, culture, vision and products/services you'd like your dream job to entail.

What's a time you disagreed with a decision that was made at work?
Ans:
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Everyone disagrees with the boss from time to time, but in asking this interview question At TheraCom, hiring managers want to know that you can do so in a
productive, professional way. "You don't want to tell the story about the time when you disagreed but your boss was being a jerk and you just gave in to keep the
peace. And you don't want to tell the one where you realized you were wrong,". Tell the one where your actions made a positive difference on the outcome of the
situation, whether it was awork-related outcome or a more effective and productive working relationship.

What will your ramp time be before you become a meaningful contributor?

Ans:

Companies want staff that can ramp quickly, but also want people who are realistic. So take into consideration how intense the job is and then give a good answer.

If it's a complex set of
skills that you need to develop, then your ramp time could be longer - the key is you have to explain why you believe that ramp time should be.

Strike a balance by thinking of something that you struggle with but that
you're working to improve. For example, maybe you've never been strong at public speaking, but you've recently volunteered to run meetings to help you be more
comfortable when addressing a crowd.

Impact could mean marketing impressions, sales, cutting costs, making products more efficiently, creating better customer service,
engineering new designs that create customer excitement, etc.
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Question - 38:
What is your ideal working environment?
Ans:

Describe your ideal working environment. Do you like flexibility with work hours? Do you like working in a cubicle or independently? Do you like to be micro
managed or empowered? Do you like to work on your own or in ateam? Do you like being driven by metrics in your role? How much responsibility do you want?

Where do you see yourself in 5 years with your career?
Ans:

Be sure to paint a clear picture of your career vision that demonstrates your aspirations and goals that are realistic. This could emphasize increased responsibility, the
ability to manage people and so forth

Ans:

First find out where the company envisions itself in 3-5 years. If you can't find the vision of the company, that's probably a big question mark on the company itself.

For
example - this company wants to be the #1 provider of green technology in the world and | feel strongly about that vision because we've got a chance to collectively
impact the world to become a greener society and save our clients at the same time!

Describe atime where you've helped someone else. Mentor ships can be informal so as you've helped someone over a period of time that can certainly count. The key
isto highlight how you utilized certain skillg/attributes like coaching, teaching, patience, communication skills, and so forth to mentor that person.

Describe atypical work week for this position At TheraCom?
Ans:

Interviewers expect a candidate for employment to discuss what they do while they are working in detail. Before you answer, consider the position At TheraCom you
are applying for and how your current or past positions relate to it. The more you can connect your past experience with the job opening, the more successful you will
be at answering the questions.

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Explain an idea that you have had and have then implemented in practice?

Ans:

Often an interview guide will outline the so-called 'STAR' approach for answering such questions; Structure the answer as a situation, task, action, and result: what
the context was, what you needed to achieve, what you did, and what the outcome was as a result of your actions.

For instance, "1'm slow in adapting to change" is not awise answer, since changeis par for
the course in most work environments. Avoid calling attention to any weakness that's one of the critical qualities the hiring manager is looking for. And don't try the
old "I'm aworkaholic," or "I'm a perfectionist.
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Question - 58:
How would you rate your communication and interpersonal skillsfor thisjob At TheraCom?
Ans:

These are important for support workers. But they differ from the communication skills of a CEO or a desktop support technician. Communication must be adapted to
the special ways and needs of the clients. Workers must be able to not only understand and help their clients, but must project empathy and be a warm, humane
presencein their lives.
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Question - 59:
What are your salary expectations At TheraCom?

Ans:

This question is like a loaded gun, tricky and dangerous if you're not sure what you are doing. It's not uncommon for people to end up talking salary before really
salling their skills, but knowledge is power as this is a negotiation after all. Again, this is an area where doing your research will be helpful as you will have an
understanding of average salary.

One approach is asking the interviewer about the salary range, but to avoid the question entirely, you can respond that money isn't a key factor and you're goal is to
advance in your career. However, if you have a minimum figure in mind and you believe you're able to get it, you may find it worth trying.

How do you handle stressful situations?

Ans:
By remaining calm, weighing out all my options and executing a plan to get the situation resolve .

What features of your previous jobs have you disliked?

Ans:

Y ou don't want the interviewer to think
that you'll speak negatively about this job or the company should you eventually decide to move on after they have hired you.

Well, the right answer is yes and no. Good personal relations can improve the overall performance of ateam. But on the other hand, you should not let your emotions
to affect your decisionsin work.
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Question - 65:
What type of work environment do you prefer?

Ans:
Ideally one that's similar to the environment of the company you're applying to. Be specific.

What would you like to have accomplished by the end of your career?

Ans:

Think of 3 major achievements that you'd like to accomplish in your job when all is said and done - and think BIG. You want to show you expect to be a major
contributor at the company. It could be creating a revolutionary new product, it could be implementing a new effective way of marketing, etc.

How much do you expect to get paid At TheraCom?

Ans:

For this be prepared and research salary to find out what similar positions are paying in your area before you go to the interview. Try to find this information out
before giving your salary expectations.

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four slices a month. If the average slice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the dlice is 30 sguare inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average dice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 square inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million sguare feet of pizzaamonth.
