How long do you want to work for usif we hire you?
Ans:
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Here being specific is probably not the best approach. You may consider responding, "I hope a very long time." Or "As long as were both happy with my
performance.”

A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the
interviewer with background context (e.g., "In my last job asa Water Management Engineer, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the bulk of
your time describing what you actually did (the action) and what you achieved (the result).

For example, several possibilities could be Leadership, Problem solving
ability, Initiative, Energy, Work ethic, Innovative, etc., etc.

Then, you need to estimate the composition of the Chrysler
building. Isit mostly steel? Concrete? How much would those components weigh per square inch? Remember the extra step: find out whether you're considering the
building totally empty or with office furniture, people, etc. If you're including the contents, you might have to add 20 percent or so to the building's weight.

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Question - 57:
What's atime you exercised |eadership?
Ans:

Depending on what's more important for the the role, you'll want to choose an example that showcases your project management skills (spearheading a project from
end to end, juggling multiple moving parts) or one that shows your ability to confidently and effectively rally a team. And remember: "The best stories include
enough detail to be believable and memorable,”. Show how you were aleader in this situation and how it represents your overall |eadership experience and potential .
