More often than not the
interviewer will tell you. If the interviewer insists on direct answer you may want say that it depends on the details of the job - then give a wide salary range.

Explain me what do you know about our company?

Bad Answer: They don't know much about the company. If a candidate is serious and enthusiastic, they should have done some basic research.
Good answer: An answer that shows they've really done their homework and know what the company does, any important current events that involve the company,
and the work culture.

Acknowledge their pain - empathize with them. Then apologize and offer a solution to fix the mistake.

"relationship building"). Then, follow up with an example of how you've demonstrated these traits in a professional setting.

Answers should be positive, and not generic.

Question - 22:
What is your biggest fear?

Ans:
Don't try to sugarcoat the answer by listing something ambitious as a fear, unless you truly mean it (for example: I fear being a great leader) - Share your real fears
but discuss how you would overcome them.
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Question - 23:
What do you consider to be your weaknesses?

Ans:
What your interviewer is really trying to do with this question-beyond identifying any major red flags-is to gauge your self-awareness and honesty. So, "I can't meet a
deadline to save my life At BCI" is not an option-but neither is "Nothing! I'm perfect!" Strike a balance by thinking of something that you struggle with but that
you're working to improve. For example, maybe you've never been strong at public speaking, but you've recently volunteered to run meetings to help you be more
comfortable when addressing a crowd.

How would your former employer describe you?

Ans:
In all likelihood, the interviewer will actually speak with your former employer so honesty is key. Answer as confidently and positively as possible and list all of the
positive things your past employer would recognize about you. Do not make the mistake of simply saying you are responsible, organized, and dependable. Instead,
include traits that are directly related to your work as a medical assistant, such as the ability to handle stressful situations and difficult patients, the way you kept
meticulous records, and more.

Make sure you understand their products / services, vision,
competitive differentiators, and work culture.

What motivates you to succeed?

Your interviewer will likely want to know the reasons why you will remain motivated to do your best during your employment with the company At BCI. Perhaps
you are interested in being challenged, but you may also have interest in being recognized for your hard work in the form of the number of sales you can attain. A
great example answer for this question is "I always do my best in everything, including my job. I take pride in my success, and I also want the company for which I
work to be successful. Being affiliated with a company that is known for its excellence is very important to me."

Question - 28:
What do you like to do outside of work?

Ans:
Interviewers ask personal questions in an interview to "see if candidates will fit in with the culture [and] give them the opportunity to open up and display their
personality, too,". In other words, if someone asks about your hobbies outside of work, it's totally OK to open up and share what really makes you tick. (Do keep it
semi-professional, though: Saying you like to have a few beers at the local hot spot on Saturday night is fine. Telling them that Monday is usually a rough day for you
because you're always hungover is not.)

Where do you see yourself in five years At BCI?

* c) if the position aligns with your goals and growth. Your best bet is to think realistically about where this position could take you and answer along those lines.
And if the position isn't necessarily a one-way ticket to your aspirations? 
It's OK to say that you're not quite sure what the future holds, but that you see this experience playing an important role in helping you make that decision.

If you were an animal, which one would you want to be?

Ans:

Continuing education shows such desires, especially when potentials display interests in academia potentially benefiting
the company. 
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Answering in terms of "I plan on continuing my studies in the technology field," when offered a question from a technology firm makes sense. Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
