Question - 1:

There is amost no good answer to this question, so don't be specific. If you tell the interviewer that the job you're applying for with his’lher company is the perfect job
you may loose credibility if you don't sound believable (which you probably won't if you're not telling the truth.) If you give the interviewer some other job the
interviewer may get concerned that you'll get dissatisfied with the position if you're hired. Again, don't be specific. A good response could be, "A job where my work
ethic and abilities are recognized and | can make a meaningful difference to the organization.”

What are your greatest professiona strengths As Waiter Buffet?
Ans:

When answering this question, we recommends being accurate (share your true strengths, not those you think the interviewer wants to hear); relevant (choose your
strengths that are most targeted to this particular position As Waiter Buffet); and specific (for example, instead of "people skills," choose "persuasive communication”
or "relationship building"). Then, follow up with an example of how you've demonstrated these traitsin a professional setting.

Then, share a couple of your best managerial moments, like
when you grew your team from five to 15 or coached an underperforming employee to become the company's top employee.

Heading information: This should include job title, pay grade or range, reporting relationship (by position, not individual), hours or shifts, and the likelihood of
overtime or weekend work.

Summary objective of the job: List the general responsibilities and descriptions of key tasks and their purpose, relationships with customers, coworkers, and others,
and the results expected of incumbent employees.

Qualifications: State the education, experience, training, and technical skills necessary for entry into thisjob.

Specia demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job As Waiter Buffet (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to temperature
extremes, prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsihilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

If you don't have specific career related experience speak about prior experience that has helped you develop the specific
knowledge and skills required for the position you are applying for.

They want to know whether you have any problems
with authority, If you can work well as part of a group (see previous question) and if you take instructions well etc.

Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in ateam or take intruction and side with your former employer.

Be very thoughtful about your answer. Thisis a very serious matter for most companies and reguires a very serious answer. Y ou need to express that you will do it
when it isthe right thing to do but you don't want to give the impression that you're callus to the process. Don't forget that firing is not the same as laying someone off
- it typically isfor the direct benefit of the company.

Top 12 Best Brainteaser Interview Questions:

Ans:

Brainteaser questions As Waiter Buffet have become popular for interviews in recent years, as word has gotten out that top tech companies such as Apple, Google,
Microsoft and IBM have used this type of question at one time or another.

Companies like Google aren't using these questions so much any more, but many companies, are, and it may be good to prepare for them As Waiter Buffet. The key
to these isn't so much getting the exact answer, asit is showing how you would come up with an answer.

Here's asample of 12 of the best and most difficult.

1. How many street lights are there in New Y ork City?

2. How many gas stations are there in the United States?

3. How many golf balls can fit in a school bus?

Question - 22:
Where do you see yourself in five years? Ten years?

Ans:

Bad Answer: A generic or uninspired answer. Also, answers that show that this career/company isjust atemporary stop for them.
Good answer: One that shows the candidate has thought about this question, has plans, and that those plans align with the job and a career path that is possible in the
company. Y ou want to see that this candidate is a good long term investment.

Question - 23:
Explain what are your weaknesses As Waiter Buffet?

Ans:

Red flags: Thisisthe peanut butter to the previous question's jelly. Again, everyone should expect it, so it's abad sign if someone seems totally unprepared, or gives a
stock answer like, "1'm a perfectionist.” Also, of course, candidates crazy enough to blurt out some horrible personality trait should go in the red flagged pile.

Good answer: Candidates should talk about a real weakness they've been working on improving. For instance, they're not good at public speaking, but they've been
taking a course to help them improve. Or maybe they feel that they're easily distracted when working online, but have installed software that hel ps them stay on task.
Answers like these show a desire for improvement, self awareness and discipline.

Explain what are your strengths As Waiter Buffet?

Ans:

Bad Answer: Candidate is unprepared for question or only gives generic answers.

This is the most common job interview question - everybody should be expecting it. If they don't seem prepared, or give a fairly stock answer, it's probably a bad
sign.

Good answer: The consensusis to go for quality, not quantity here. Candidates should give a short list of strengths, and back each one up with examples that illustrate
the strength. Also, they should explain how these strengths will be useful in the job you're applying for, and use this question to say something interesting about
themselves.

Ans:

Y ou always want to make sure that you're pretty familiar with the company that you're interviewing with. Nothing looks worse than a candidate who knows nothing
about the company they say they're interested in working for. Find out everything you can about the company, its culture and its goals. Y ou will also want to know
how the company is positioned in its market as well as who its major competitors are.

Ans:

Thisis a classic brainteaser, which was reportedly first asked by a Microsoft interviewer. Here's how to ""solve"" this brainteaser (remember to spesk and reason out
loud while solving this brainteaser): Why are manhole covers round? Could there be a structural reason? Why aren't manhole covers square? It would make it harder
to fit with acover. You'd have to rotate it exactly the right way.

The pipes below are also round, so fitting them might be easier, as might be making them. So many manhole covers are round because they don't need to be rotated.
There are no corners to deal with. Also, a round manhole cover won't fall into a hole because it was rotated the wrong way, so it's safer. Looking at this, it seems
corners are aproblem. Y ou can't cut yourself on around manhole cover. And because it's round, it can be more easily transported. One person can rall it.

How do you feel about this company's vision?

Ans:

First find out where the company envisions itself in 3-5 years. If you can't find the vision of the company, that's probably a big question mark on the company itself.
Once you do, identify how those company's visions align to your personal values and goals and then articulate how tightly correlated that is to the interviewer. For
example - this company wants to be the #1 provider of green technology in the world and | feel strongly about that vision because we've got a chance to collectively
impact the world to become a greener society and save our clients at the same time!

Incredibly important. | believe a positive attitude is the foundation of being successful - it's contagious in the workplace, with our customers, and ultimately it's the
difference maker.

Ideally,
you want your dreams to relate strongly to the career path you're interviewing for though.

Why are you the best fit for thisjob As Waiter Buffet?
Ans:

Analyze the job responsibilities and match those to your skills sets. Then discuss how your experience and skills sets can truly create the best impact to the company
in that specific job role. Impact could mean marketing impressions, sales, cutting costs, making products more efficiently, creating better customer service,
engineering new designs that create customer excitement, etc.

What qualities do you believe are important to have as a manager?

Ans:

Great managers tend to empower their employees to be successful through strong coaching. They understand how to manage relationships - thisis commonly referred
to emotional intelligence. They have to be able to handle both client and staff situations that require them to be calm under pressure to clearly think of solutions to
complex problems. Most importantly they must be able to articulate the vision to the team and inspire them to work together to collectively achieve that goal

What your interviewer isreally trying to do with this question-beyond identifying any major red flags-is to gauge your self-awareness and honesty. So, "I can't meet a
deadline to save my life As Waiter Buffet" is not an option-but neither is"Nothing! I'm perfect!" Strike a balance by thinking of something that you struggle with but
that you're working to improve. For example, maybe you've never been strong at public speaking, but you've recently volunteered to run meetings to help you be
more comfortable when addressing a crowd.

Again, be honest about sharing a story here about someone who may not have gotten along with you in the office here and explain how you were able to fix that
relationship or change your attitude/action to be a better person / coworker.

Instead,
include traits that are directly related to your work as a medical assistant, such as the ability to handle stressful situations and difficult patients, the way you kept
meticulous records, and more.

Either preference is fine, but just remember you have to be able to explain why. If you say recognition, then back that up by describing how achievement really
carries weight with you and how you like to feel valued in the work that you do because it validates that you're helping your teammates / customers and so forth. If
you choose money, you can also explain that is important to you as validation and you can highlight how money is important to you because of your goals (financial
security, providing for your family, and so forth). The key isto be authentic with your answer. However, if you say you value pay more because you're greedy - know
that doesn't align usually to most company's values/vision.

Seemingly random personality-test type questions like these come up in interviews generally because hiring managers want to see how you can think on your feet.
There's no wrong answer here, but you'll immediately gain bonus points if your answer helps you share your strengths or personality or connect with the hiring
manager. Pro tip: Come up with a stalling tactic to buy yourself some thinking time, such as saying, "Now, that is a great question. | think | would haveto say... "

multiple people and so forth.

Continuing education shows such desires, especialy when potentials display interests in academia potentially benefiting
the company.

Answering in terms of "I plan on continuing my studies in the technology field," when offered a question from a technology firm makes sense. Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
