A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the
interviewer with background context (e.g., "In my last job as a Payment Processing, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the bulk of your
time describing what you actualy did (the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined the process, which saved my group
10 man-hours each month and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

Question - 56:
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two dlices at a time. That's
four slices a month. If the average dlice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the dlice is 30 sgquare inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
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would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average dlice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 sguare inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million sguare feet of pizzaamonth.
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Question - 57:
Do you think you have enough experience Regarding Payment Processing?
Ans:

If you do not have the experience they need, you need to show the employer that you have the skills, qualities and knowledge that will make you equal to people with
experience but not necessary the skills. It is also good to add how quick you can pick up the routine of anew job role.

Ans:

Success is defined differently for everybody. Just make sure the parameters are defined by you with regards to work life balance, financial gain, career growth,
achievements, creating meaningful work / products and so forth. If you can clearly articulate what it means to you that is a strong answer.

This question is like a loaded gun, tricky and dangerous if you're not sure what you are doing. It's not uncommon for people to end up talking salary before really
selling their skills, but knowledge is power as this is a negotiation after all. Again, this is an area where doing your research will be helpful as you will have an
understanding of average salary.

One approach is asking the interviewer about the salary range, but to avoid the question entirely, you can respond that money isn't a key factor and you're god is to
advance in your career. However, if you have a minimum figure in mind and you believe you're able to get it, you may find it worth trying.
