The best preparation you can do is to read the job
description and repeat it to yourself in your own words so that you can do this smoothly at the interview.
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Question - 58:

Interviewers expect a candidate for employment to discuss what they do while they are working in detail. Before you answer, consider the position As Conveyor
Worker you are applying for and how your current or past positions relate to it. The more you can connect your past experience with the job opening, the more
successful you will be at answering the questions.

And remember: "The best stories include
enough detail to be believable and memorable,". Show how you were aleader in this situation and how it represents your overall |eadership experience and potential .

Give me an example of when you competed hard and won?

Ans:
Y ou can reference many different areas here when discussing a story of where you won in competition: Work experience (ideal), sports, clubs, classes, projects.
