A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the
interviewer with background context (e.g., "In my last job asa Building Groundsworker, it was my role to manage the invoicing process'), but spend the bulk of your
time describing what you actually did (the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined the process, which saved my group
10 man-hours each month and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

Situational interviews As Building Groundsworker are similar to behavioral interview questions - but they are focused on the future, and ask hypothetical questions,
whereas behavioral interview questions ook at the past.

The advantage is that employers can put all candidates in the same hypothetical situations, and compare their answers.

What did you major in and why?

Ans:

Tell them your major and the motivations behind why you chose it and how it's helped to prep your of this potential job.

How many tennis balls can you fit into alimousine? 1,000? 10,000? 100,000? Seriously?

Ans:

Well, seriously, you might get asked brainteaser questions like these, especialy in quantitative jobs. But remember that the interviewer doesn't necessarily want an
exact number-he wants to make sure that you understand what's being asked of you, and that you can set into motion a systematic and logical way to respond. So, just
take a deep breath, and start thinking through the math. (Yes, it's OK to ask for a pen and paper!)

What is your biggest regret to date and why?
Ans:

Describe honestly the regretful action / situation you were in but then discuss how you proactively fixed / improved it and how that helped you to improve as a
person/worker.

Ans:

Examine the trends of the company and also where there may be some weaknesses (news articles often document this on public companies or look at their
competitors to see how they're positioning it against them.) Then, once you have that knowledge, think creatively on how you could improve upon that weakness for
them.
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Question - 47:
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at a time. That's
four dices a month. If the average slice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the slice is 30 square inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average slice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 sguare inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million square feet of pizzaamonth.

Now is the time to ask about any reservations that the interviewer may have about
your suitability for the role. Y ou will then give yourself one last chance to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job.
