Question - 2:
What do you consider ethical spending on an expense account?

Ans:

It depends on the role - but the better way to answer this is to ask the interviewer what their expectations are with regards to what the role can expense and then
simply state that you'll stay within those parameters

Question - 3:
What type of people do you not work well with?
Ans:

Be very careful answering this question as most organization employ professionals with an array of personalities and characteristics. You don't want to give the
impression that you're going to have problems working with anyone currently employed at the organization. If you through out anything trivial you're going to look
like awhiner. Only disloyalty to the organization or lawbreaking should be on your list of persona characteristics of people you can't work with.

Question - 4:
What is your dream job?
Ans:

There is amost no good answer to this question, so don't be specific. If you tell the interviewer that the job you're applying for with his’lher company is the perfect job
you may loose credibility if you don't sound believable (which you probably won't if you're not telling the truth.) If you give the interviewer some other job the
interviewer may get concerned that you'll get dissatisfied with the position if you're hired. Again, don't be specific. A good response could be, "A job where my work
ethic and abilities are recognized and | can make a meaningful difference to the organization."

Question - 5:
What would your previous employer say is your greatest strength?

Ans:
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Be prepared for this question. If you have to sit and think about it it's going to appear asif you're not sure or that you've never identified your own value in the work
place - not good. You don't have to have a complex response. Keep it simple and honest. For example, several possibilities could be Leadership, Problem solving
ability, Initiative, Energy, Work ethic, Innovative, etc., etc.

Question - 6:
Can you describe your ideal boss/supervisor?

Ans:

During theinterview In Bi State Development Agency process employers will want to find out how you respond to supervision. They want to know whether you have
any problems with authority, If you can work well as part of a group (see previous question) and if you take instructions well etc.

Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in ateam or take intruction and side with your former employer.

What qualities do you look for in aboss?

Ans:

Remain optimistic and do not be too specific. Good attributes include moral character, honesty, and intelligence since managers usually believe they possess these
qualities.

Don't vent or focus on the negative with brutally honest answers such as "My boss was a jerk," or "The company culture was too politically correct," or "They just
weren't giving me the opportunity to take my career to the next level." Instead, keep the emphasis on the positive, even though there are sure to be things you weren't
happy about.

- it typically isfor the direct benefit of the company.

The best managers are strong but flexible, and that's exactly what you want to show off in your answer. (Think something like, "While every situation and every team
member requires a bit of adifferent strategy, | tend to approach my employee relationships as a coach...") Then, share a couple of your best managerial moments, like
when you grew your team from five to 15 or coached an underperforming employee to become the company's top employee.

Question - 22:
Why do you want to join our company?

Ans:

Thisisaquestion that is aimed at finding out whether you know enough about the company and the basic market. The best way to answer this question is to do some
research on the company and highlight its positive points.

Talk about a story / experience about how you achieved success and be sure to share details on the results and outcome. Have it highlight a strong characteristic such
as leadership, work ethic and so forth.

Make sure you do your research on their competitors. You can find this by going to yahoo finance and click on their competitors (if they are public). From there
research the news on them and go to their websites to understand their positioning on solutions and vision. You can aso research local regional companies that are
their competition (if it's a smaller private company on aregional scale) by simply typing in similar product offerings in the Google search followed by the city. Make
sure you know their competitor's vision, products, culture, and how they are differentiated against their competition (and if they're not, how they could be)

How would you impact the company?
Ans:

Consider first the role that you're applying for and then think of 3 ways where you could potentially impact the company's bottom line and top line. Then consider
how you impact the company in a creative manner (how do you help productivity, the development of new products, marketing etc - of course this part is specific to
therole you're applying for)

What is the most important lesson / skill you've learned from school ?
Ans:

Think of lessons learned in extra curricular activities, in clubs, in classes that had a profound impact on your personal development. For example, | had to lead ateam
of 5 people on a school project and learned to get people with drastically different personalities to work together as ateam to achieve our objective.

Question - 27:
How many tennis balls can you fit into alimousine? 1,000? 10,000? 100,000? Seriously?

Well, seriously, you might get asked brainteaser questions like these, especialy in quantitative jobs. But remember that the interviewer doesn't necessarily want an
exact number-he wants to make sure that you understand what's being asked of you, and that you can set into motion a systematic and logical way to respond. So, just
take a deep breath, and start thinking through the math. (Yes, it's OK to ask for a pen and paper!)

Ans:

Be positive and nice about their competitors but also discuss how they are better than them and why they are the best choice for the customer. For example:
"Company XY Z has agood product, but | truly believe your company has a 3-5 year vision for your customer that aligns to their business needs.”

What types of situations do you consider "unfixable"?

Ans:
Most situations are "fixable" - the ones that are not are typically related to business ethics (someone is cheating the company, someone is stealing, etc)

Question - 31:
Explain me about a challenge or conflict you've faced at work In Bi State Development Agency, and how you dealt with it?

Ans:

In asking this interview question, your interviewer wants to get a sense of how you will respond to conflict. Anyone can seem nice and pleasant in ajob interview, but
what will happen if you're hired?. Again, you'll want to use the S-T-A-R method, being sure to focus on how you handled the situation professionally and
productively, and ideally closing with a happy ending, like how you came to a resolution or compromise.

Do you have the ability to articulate a vision and to get othersinvolved to carry it out?

If yes, then share an example of how you've done so at work or college. If not, then discuss how you would do so. Example: "I would first understand the goals of the
staff members and then | would aign those to the goals of the project / company.

From there, we would delegate tasks among the team and then follow up on a date and time to ensure follow through on the tasks. Lastly, we would review the results
together."

The interviewer could be asking you this question for a number of reasons. Obviously, the salary is an important factor to your interest in thisjob, but it should not be
the overriding reason for your interest. A good answer to this question is, "The salary was very attractive, but the job itself is what was most attractive to me."

Question - 36:

Suppose there are three light switches outside aroom. Insideis asingle light bulb, controlled by one of the three switches. Y ou need to determine which switch
operates the bulb. Y ou can turn the switches on and off as many times as you wish (they are al off to begin with), but may only enter the room once. Thereisno one
there to help you. The door to the room is closed, and there are no windows, so you cannot see inside. How can you discover which switch operates the bulb?

Ans:

Do the following steps:

* 1. Turn ON two switches, and leave one OFF.

* 2. Wait afew minutes.

* 3. Turn one switch from ON to OFF. One is now ON and two are OFF

* 4. Enter the room. - If the light is ON, it is controlled by the switch you left ON. - If the light bulb is OFF, touch it. If it iswarm it is controlled by the switch you
turned ON and OFF. If it is cold, it is controlled by the switch you never turned on.

A typical interview question to determine what you are looking for your in next job, and whether you would be a good fit for the position being hired for, is "What
challenges are you looking for in a position In Bi State Development Agency?' The best way to answer questions about the challenges you are seeking is to discuss
how you would like to be able to effectively utilize your skills and experience if you were hired for the job. You can also mention that you are motivated by
challenges, have the ability to effectively meet challenges, and have the flexibility and skills necessary to handle a challenging job. You can continue by describing
specific examples of challenges you have met and goals you have achieved in the past.

If asked about plans for continued education, companies typically look for applicants to tie independent goals with the aims of the employer. Interviewers consistently
want to see motivation to learn and improve. Continuing education shows such desires, especially when potentials display interests in academia potentially benefiting
the company.

Answering in terms of "I plan on continuing my studies in the technology field," when offered a question from a technology firm makes sense. Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.

What would your first 30, 60, or 90 days look like in thisrole In Bi State Devel opment Agency?

Start by explaining what you'd need to do to get ramped up. What information would you need? What parts of the company would you need to familiarize yourself
with? What other employees would you want to sit down with? Next, choose a couple of areas where you think you can make meaningful contributions right away.
(e.g., "I think agreat starter project would be diving into your email marketing campaigns and setting up a tracking system for them.") Sure, if you get the job, you (or
your new employer) might decide there's a better starting place, but having an answer prepared will show the interviewer where you can add immediate impact-and
that you're excited to get started.

Describe atypical work week for this position In Bi State Development Agency?

Before you answer, consider the position In Bi State
Development Agency you are applying for and how your current or past positions relate to it. The more you can connect your past experience with the job opening,
the more successful you will be at answering the questions.

What do you think we could do better or differently?

Ans:

This is a common one at startups. Hiring managers want to know that you not only have some background on the company, but that you're able to think critically
about it and come to the table with new ideas. So, come with new ideas! What new features would you love to see? How could the company increase conversions?
How could customer service be improved? You don't need to have the company's four-year strategy figured out, but do share your thoughts, and more importantly,
show how your interests and expertise would lend themselves to the job.
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Question - 55:
What isyour desired salary In Bi State Development Agency?
Ans:

Bad Answer: Candidates who are unable to answer the question, or give an answer that is far above market. Shows that they have not done research on the market
rate, or have unreasonable expectations.
Good answer: A number or range that falls within the market rate and matches their level of mastery of skills required to do the job.
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Question - 56:
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four slices a month. If the average slice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the dlice is 30 sguare inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average dice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 square inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million sguare feet of pizzaamonth.
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Question - 57:
Where do you see yourself professionally five years from now In Bi State Development Agency?

Ans:

Demonstrate both loyalty and ambition in the answer to this question. After sharing your personal ambition, it may be a good time to ask the interviewer if your
ambitions match those of the company.

It is becoming increasingly important for medical assistants to be knowledgeable about computers. If you are a long-time computer user with experience with
different software applications, mention it. It is also a good idea to mention any other computer skills you have, such as a high typing rate, website creation, and more.
