Question - 2:
Can you explain why you changed career paths In |PG Photonics?

Ans:

Don't be thrown off by this question-just take a deep breath and explain to the hiring manager why you've made the career decisions In PG Photonics you have. More
importantly, give a few examples of how your past experience is transferable to the new role. This doesn't have to be a direct connection; in fact, it's often more
impressive when a candidate can make seemingly irrelevant experience seem very relevant to therole.

What's your management style?
Ans:

The best managers are strong but flexible, and that's exactly what you want to show off in your answer. (Think something like, "While every situation and every team
member requires a bit of adifferent strategy, | tend to approach my employee relationships as a coach...") Then, share a couple of your best managerial moments, like
when you grew your team from five to 15 or coached an underperforming employee to become the company's top employee.

Question - 4:
What is your greatest professional achievement?
Ans:

Nothing says "hire me" better than a track record of achieving amazing resultsin past jobs In IPG Photonics, so don't be shy when answering this interview question!
A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the interviewer with background
context (e.g., "In my last job asa IPG Photonics, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the bulk of your time describing what you actually did
(the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined the process, which saved my group 10 man-hours each month and reduced
errors on invoices by 25%."

The key is to show that the mentoring of a co-worker was first a higher priority than the task you had at hand (remember, you want to show that you focus on highest
priority tasksfirst). Then, describe in detail how you helped them not only complete the task but learn to do it on their own. Y ou want to teach them HOW to fish and
not to simply fish for them.

Question - 7:

Give me an example of atime when you were able to successfully communicate with another person even when that individual may not have personally liked you (or
vice versa). How did you handle the situation? What obstacles or difficulties did you face? How did you deal with them?

Ans:

First, the key is to state the differences in personality to give the interviewer some background. Second, you want to discuss how that was affecting the situation.
Third, show how you were able to adapt to the way the person wanted to be communicated with to achieve your goals

You want to first understand why the policy was put into effect. From there, if you truly disagree with it, explain your position to your management. If they don't
change it, then you must accept their decision and continue to work or the alternative decision would be to find a new job.

Question - 10:
How do you propose to compensate for your lack of experience?

Ans:

Thefirst thing you should do is discuss experience you have the interviewer is unfamiliar with. Once that is detailed, tell the person conducting the interview that you
are able to learn new tasks and information in a reasonable period of time and possess a strong work ethic. However, only state this if you can live up to these
expectations.

Tell mewhy do you want thisjob In IPG Photonics?

Bad Answer: No solid answer, answers that don't align with what the job actually offers, or uninspired answers that show your position is just another of the many
jobs they're applying for.

Good answer: The candidate has clear reasons for wanting the job that show enthusiasm for the work and the position, and knowledge about the company and job.

Ans:

The hiring manager requests this of you because she wants to know more about your individual personality. This list can reveal alot to her about who you are and
how you might fit into the workplace. Y our answer also gives the manager an indication of your self-perception, which is a good indicator of the type of employee
you will be.

Ans:

Bad Answer: They don't have a good reason, or provide a generic answer, "I think it represents a great opportunity.”
Good answer: One that shows they've done research on the company, and are truly excited about specific things they can do at the job. This not only shows
enthusiasm for the work and basic preparation skills, gives you clues about the cultural fit.

Question - 16:
Can you describe your ideal boss/supervisor?

Ans:

During the interview In IPG Photonics process employers will want to find out how you respond to supervision. They want to know whether you have any problems
with authority, If you can work well as part of a group (see previous question) and if you take instructions well etc.

Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in ateam or take intruction and side with your former employer.

Report it to the leaders within the company. True leaders understand business ethics are important to the company's longevity

Of course you're a team player - who isn't. But a simple yes probably isn't the response the interviewer is looking for. Be ready to provide specific example of how
you've worked as part of a cohesive team to get things accomplished and how you've focus on team performance rather than individual performance. Make sure not to
brag as this will make it appear as that you're more concerned about your own performance and accomplishments than those of the team.

How do you handle confidentiality in your work?

Often, interviewers will ask questions to find out the level of technical knowledge In IPG Photonics that a candidate has concerning the duties of a care assistant. In a
question such as this, there is an opportunity to demonstrate professional knowledge and awareness. The confidentiality of a person's medical records is an important
factor for a care assistant to bear in mind.

Be positive and nice about their competitors but also discuss how they are better than them and why they are the best choice for the customer. For example:

What motivates you to succeed?
Ans:

Your interviewer will likely want to know the reasons why you will remain motivated to do your best during your employment with the company In IPG Photonics.
Perhaps you are interested in being challenged, but you may also have interest in being recognized for your hard work in the form of the number of sales you can
attain. A great example answer for this question is "l aways do my best in everything, including my job. | take pride in my success, and | also want the company for
which | work to be successful. Being affiliated with a company that is known for its excellence is very important to me."

From there
research the news on them and go to their websites to understand their positioning on solutions and vision. You can aso research local regional companies that are
their competition (if it's a smaller private company on aregional scale) by simply typing in similar product offerings in the Google search followed by the city. Make
sure you know their competitor's vision, products, culture, and how they are differentiated against their competition (and if they're not, how they could be)

Don't try to sugarcoat the answer by listing something ambitious as a fear, unless you truly mean it (for example: | fear being a great leader) - Share your real fears
but discuss how you would overcome them.

Be open and share if you are indeed interviewing elsewhere, but do it in a humble way. This way you don't seem arrogant and the interviewer knows your skills are
valued by other companies.

Do you like being around people?
Ans:

People skills are a necessity for medical assistants. When answering this question, be sure to show that you enjoy interacting and working with others and that you
aso derive great enjoyment from helping others. Thiswill show that you are a team player and that you would be a valuable team member In IPG Photonics.

If you could offer suggestions on how to improve our company, what would you say?

Examine the trends of the company and also where there may be some weaknesses (news articles often document this on public companies or look at their
competitors to see how they're positioning it against them.) Then, once you have that knowledge, think creatively on how you could improve upon that weakness for
them.

They have to be able to handle both client and staff situations that require them to be calm under pressure to clearly think of solutions to
complex problems. Most importantly they must be able to articulate the vision to the team and inspire them to work together to collectively achieve that goal

Make sure you highlight your creativity, your results, your diligence and
your ahility to execute.

Ans:

Companies ask this for a number of reasons, from wanting to see what the competition is for you to sniffing out whether you're serious about the industry. "Often the
best approach is to mention that you are exploring a number of other similar options in the company's industry,”. It can be helpful to mention that a common
characteristic of all the jobs you are applying to is the opportunity to apply some critical abilities and skills that you possess. For example, you might say 'l am
applying for several positions with IT consulting firms where | can analyze client needs and translate them to development teams in order to find solutions to
technology problems.

Then, make sure the hiring manager knows that
you're flexible. Y ou're communicating that you know your skills are valuable, but that you want the job and are willing to negotiate.

Again, this is an area where doing your research will be helpful as you will have an
understanding of average salary.

One approach is asking the interviewer about the salary range, but to avoid the question entirely, you can respond that money isn't a key factor and you're goal is to
advance in your career. However, if you have a minimum figure in mind and you believe you're able to get it, you may find it worth trying.

If asked about plans for continued education, companies typically look for applicants to tie independent goals with the aims of the employer. Interviewers consistently
want to see motivation to learn and improve. Continuing education shows such desires, especialy when potentials display interests in academia potentially benefiting
the company.

Answering in terms of "I plan on continuing my studies in the technology field," when offered a question from a technology firm makes sense. Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.

When you're going for a graduate job, having a degree is hardly
going to make you stand out from the crowd and neither is having adriving licence, which is areguirement of many jobs.

Just make sure the parameters are defined by you with regards to work life balance, financial gain, career growth,
achievements, creating meaningful work / products and so forth. If you can clearly articulate what it means to you that is a strong answer.

This is your final opportunity to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job. Now is not the time to ask questions about holidays, pay or
pensions - al these things can be asked later when you get an offer of employment. Now is the time to ask about any reservations that the interviewer may have about
your suitability for therole. Y ou will then give yourself one last chance to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job.

Example Thank you. | think we have covered everything. Before we finish the interview | would like to take the opportunity to ask if you have any reservations
about my suitability for thisrole?

Ans:

This is a toughie, but one you can be sure you'll be asked. Definitely keep things positive-you have nothing to gain by being negative about your past employers.
Instead, frame things in a way that shows that you're eager to take on new opportunities and that the role you're interviewing for is a better fit for you than your
current or last position. For example, "1'd really love to be part of product development from beginning to end, and | know I'd have that opportunity here." And if you
were let go? Keep it smple: "Unfortunately, | waslet go," isatotally OK answer.
