A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the interviewer with
background context (e.g., "In my last job as a Braddisher, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the bulk of your time describing what you
actually did (the action) and what you achieved (the result).

You ssimply can't lie and say you don't have one; you can't trick the interviewer by
offering up a personal weakness Regarding Braddisher that is really a strength (“Sometimes, | work too much and don't maintain a work-life balance."); and you
shouldn't be so honest that you throw yourself under the bus (*1'm not a morning person so I'm working on getting to the office on time.")

One approach is asking the interviewer about the salary range, but to avoid the question entirely, you can respond that money isn't a key factor and you're goal is to
advance in your career. However, if you have a minimum figure in mind and you believe you're able to get it, you may find it worth trying.

Now is the time to ask about any reservations that the interviewer may have about
your suitability for the role. Y ou will then give yourself one last chance to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job.

What's your salary history?
Ans:

When you are interviewing for a new job, it is common practice for the company to ask you about your salary history. | typically want to know what the candidate's
base salary is, if they receive any bonus, the average bonus amount, and any additional compensation or perks, such as 500k matching, stock grants or stock options,
paid time off and how much they are required to pay towards their medical premiums.
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Question - 56:
Explain me about atime when you reached a goal within atight deadline?
Ans:

| work well under pressure to meet deadlines without jeopardizing the quality of my work. | have aways worked in a fast pace environment where we are constantly
under pressure to achieve best results within atime frame.
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Question - 57:
How would you rate your communication and interpersonal skills for this job Regarding Braddisher?
Ans:

How would your friends describe you?

But again, don't say any numbers you're not comfortable with
because if the employer offers you asalary at the lowest end of your range, you don't have much to negotiate with when it comes to getting a higher salary.
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Question - 62:
What features of your previous jobs have you disliked?

Ans:

It's easy to talk about what you liked about your job in an interview, but you need to be careful when responding to questions about the downsides of your last
position. When you're asked at a job interview about what you didn't like about your previous job, try not to be too negative. Y ou don't want the interviewer to think
that you'll speak negatively about this job or the company should you eventually decide to move on after they have hired you.

Do you work well under pressure?

Yes.. When it comes down to the wire, the best thing | can to remain focused, have some flexibility, and understand priorities.. Giving them attention in the order they
are needed.
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Question - 64:
Describe atypical work week for this position Regarding Braddisher?
