Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in ateam or take intruction and side with your former employer.

Bad Answer: They don't know much about the company. If a candidate is serious and enthusiastic, they should have done some basic research.

What are your strengths At NMTI1?

Ans:

This is one of the most common questions you will be asked. Give an answer relevant to the skills and qualities relevant to the position you are applying to. The
interviewer is trying to find if your strengths match the job. For example, if you are applying for ajob At NMTI where accuracy is an important issue, one of your
strengths could be that you have an eye for detail. It may useful to find different words to describe similar attributes and qualitiesin order to avoid repetition.

This question can be tricky because you need to show your worth At NMTI without sounding cocky or arrogant. Research the business ahead of time and become
familiar with its mission and values. Take the time to figure out how your personal qualities fit the needs of the business and use that fit to provide your answer.

This is a common one at startups. Hiring managers want to know that you not only have some background on the company, but that you're able to think critically
about it and come to the table with new ideas. So, come with new ideas! What new features would you love to see? How could the company increase conversions?
How could customer service be improved? You don't need to have the company's four-year strategy figured out, but do share your thoughts, and more importantly,
show how your interests and expertise would lend themselves to the job.

Do you have any questions for me?

Good interview questions to ask interviewers at the end of the job interview include questions on the company growth or expansion, questions on personal
development and training and questions on company values, staff retention and company achievements.
