Answers should be positive, and not generic.

If you can come up with an example that relates to the position
you're applying for that would be even better.

Qudlifications: State the education, experience, training, and technical skills necessary for entry into thisjob.

Special demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job Regarding Nasty Gal (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to temperature
extremes, prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

Work is an important element of happiness for most people and many
won't retire even when they can.

How would you estimate the weight of the Chrysler building?

Thisis a process guesstimate where the interviewer wants to know if you know what to ask. First, you would find out the dimensions of the building (height, weight,
depth). This will allow you to determine the volume of the building. Does it taper at the top? (Yes.) Then, you need to estimate the composition of the Chrysler
building. Isit mostly steel? Concrete? How much would those components weigh per square inch? Remember the extra step: find out whether you're considering the
building totally empty or with office furniture, people, etc. If you're including the contents, you might have to add 20 percent or so to the building's weight.

What other companies are you interviewing with?

Companies ask this for a number of reasons, from wanting to see what the competition is for you to sniffing out whether you're serious about the industry. "Often the
best approach is to mention that you are exploring a number of other similar options in the company's industry,”. It can be helpful to mention that a common
characteristic of all the jobs you are applying to is the opportunity to apply some critical abilities and skills that you possess. For example, you might say 'l am
applying for several positions with IT consulting firms where | can analyze client needs and translate them to development teams in order to find solutions to
technology problems.

For
example - this company wants to be the #1 provider of green technology in the world and | feel strongly about that vision because we've got a chance to collectively
impact the world to become a greener society and save our clients at the same time!

What's atime you disagreed with a decision that was made at work?

Everyone disagrees with the boss from time to time, but in asking this interview question Regarding Nasty Gal, hiring managers want to know that you cando soin a
productive, professional way. "You don't want to tell the story about the time when you disagreed but your boss was being a jerk and you just gave in to keep the
peace. And you don't want to tell the one where you realized you were wrong,". Tell the one where your actions made a positive difference on the outcome of the
situation, whether it was awork-related outcome or a more effective and productive working relationship.

What was the most important task you ever had?

There are two common answers to this question that do little to impress recruiters:

*'l gota2.l'

*'| passed my driving test'

No matter how proud you are of these achievements, they don't say anything exciting about you. When you're going for a graduate job, having a degree is hardly
going to make you stand out from the crowd and neither is having a driving licence, which is arequirement of many jobs.
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Question - 53:
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four slices a month. If the average slice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the slice is 30 square inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average slice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 sguare inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million square feet of pizzaamonth.
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Question - 54:
What do you think is your greatest weakness?

Ans:

Don't say anything that could eliminate you from consideration for the job. For instance, "I'm slow in adapting to change" is not a wise answer, since change is par for
the course in most work environments. Avoid calling attention to any weakness that's one of the critical qualities the hiring manager is looking for. And don't try the
old "I'm aworkaholic," or "I'm a perfectionist.
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Question - 55:
What do you think we could do better or differently?
Ans:

This is a common one at startups. Hiring managers want to know that you not only have some background on the company, but that you're able to think critically
about it and come to the table with new ideas. So, come with new ideas! What new features would you love to see? How could the company increase conversions?
How could customer service be improved? Y ou don't need to have the company's four-year strategy figured out, but do share your thoughts, and more importantly,
show how your interests and expertise would lend themselves to the job.
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Question - 56:
What do you know about the company?

Ans:

Any candidate can read and regurgitate the company's "About" page. So, when interviewers ask this, they aren't necessarily trying to gauge whether you understand
the mission-they want to know whether you care about it. Start with one line that shows you understand the company's goals, using a couple key words and phrases
from the website, but then go on to make it personal. Say, "I'm personally drawn to this mission because..." or "I really believe in this approach because..." and share a
personal example or two.
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Question - 57:
Do you have any questions for me?
Ans:

Good interview questions to ask interviewers at the end of the job interview include questions on the company growth or expansion, questions on personal
development and training and questions on company values, staff retention and company achievements.
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Question - 58:
Describe to me the position Regarding Nasty Gal you're applying for?
Ans:

Thisisa"homework" question, too, but it also gives some clues as to the perspective the person brings to the table. The best preparation you can do is to read the job
description and repeat it to yourself in your own words so that you can do this smoothly at the interview.
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Question - 59:
What schedule do you hope to work? Are you willing to work extra hours?

Ans:

Be honest. If you really want the job and are willing to work any schedule needed, say so. If, however, you have no intention of working late hours or weekends,
simply let the interviewer know the hours that you are available to work. The same applies to extra hours. Y ou are more likely to be hired if you are willing to work
any time you are needed. However, saying that you are willing and then complaining about the hours once you start working is a recipe for disaster.
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Question - 60:
Why are you leaving your current job?

Ans:

This is a toughie, but one you can be sure you'll be asked. Definitely keep things positive-you have nothing to gain by being negative about your past employers.
Instead, frame things in a way that shows that you're eager to take on new opportunities and that the role you're interviewing for is a better fit for you than your
current or last position. For example, "1'd really love to be part of product development from beginning to end, and | know |'d have that opportunity here." And if you
were let go? Keep it smple: "Unfortunately, | waslet go," isatotally OK answer.

(e.g., "l think a great starter project would be diving into your email marketing campaigns and setting up atracking system for them.") Sure, if you get the job, you (or
your new employer) might decide there's a better starting place, but having an answer prepared will show the interviewer where you can add immediate impact-and
that you're excited to get started.

Explain me about atime when you reached a goal within atight deadline?

Ans:

| work well under pressure to meet deadlines without jeopardizing the quality of my work. | have always worked in a fast pace environment where we are constantly
under pressure to achieve best results within atime frame.
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Question - 64:
Give an example of atime you successfully worked Regarding Nasty Gal on ateam?

Ans:

On the whole | prefer to stick to doing what I'm told rather than setting myself up to fail by doing things off my own bat. But there was this one time when |
suggested to my boss at the pizza parlor that she try offering an 'all you can eat' deal to students to boost trade on Mondays. She thought it was an interesting idea but
nothing ever came of it.
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Question - 65:
Give me an example of an emergency situation that you faced. How did you handle it?

There was a time when one of my employers faced the quitting of a manager in another country. | was asked to go fill in for him while they found a replacement and
stay to train that person. | would be at least 30 days. | quickly accepted because | knew that my department couldn't function without me.
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Question - 66:
How would you motivate your team members to produce the best possible results?
Ans:

Trying to create competitive atmosphere, trying to motivate the team as a whole, organizing team building activities, building good relationships amongst people.
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Question - 67:
How do you keep each member of the team involved and motivated?

Ans:

Many managers mistakenly think that money is the prime motivator for their employees. However, according to surveys by several different companies, money is
consistently ranked five or lower by most employees. So if money is not the best way to motivate your team, what is?
