Bad Answer: They don't have a good reason, or provide a generic answer, "1 think it represents a great opportunity.”
Good answer: One that shows they've done research on the company, and are truly excited about specific things they can do at the job. This not only shows
enthusiasm for the work and basic preparation skills, gives you clues about the cultural fit.

Tell me about atime when you successfully handled a situation?

Ans:

For this question, the interviewer wants to know what you do in a situation that doesn't have a clear answer. This will help the interviewer know how you respond to
unforeseen challenges.

What is your philosophy towards work?
Ans:

Thisistypicaly a straightforward question that merits a straightforward answer. Do you have strong worth ethic? Will you do whatever it takes to make sure the job
gets done? Just say so in your response. Keep it short, direct and positive.

Areyou willing to work overtime or odd hours?
Ans:

Be completely honest. Y ou don't want to lie to get the job if you're not going to work the hours required.

However, only state this if you can live up to these
expectations.

No one likes to answer this question because it requires a very delicate balance. You ssimply can't lie and say you don't have one; you can't trick the interviewer by
offering up a personal weakness As Music Video Director that is really a strength ("Sometimes, | work too much and don't maintain a work-life balance."); and you
shouldn't be so honest that you throw yourself under the bus (*1'm not a morning person so I'm working on getting to the office on time.")

Again be honest. The interviewer will be able to sense very quickly if you're be disingenuous. Y our answer should be base on your person reasons, career aspirations
aswell asresearch you've performed on the company.

What is your typical way of dealing with conflict? Give me an example?

First, find out what the root of the problem is. Second, determine the best steps to remediation with the best possible outcome. Third, take action to put remediation
plansin place.

Bad Answer: They don't know much about the company. If a candidate is serious and enthusiastic, they should have done some basic research.
Good answer: An answer that shows they've really done their homework and know what the company does, any important current events that involve the company,
and the work culture.

Question - 13:
Tell us about atypical day at work. How doesiit start? What do you do?

Ans:

At the beginning of each day, | inspect the work site to make sure that it is hazard-free. Once the work site is secured, | verify that all tools and equipment are
adequate in supply. As soon as the work orders are delivered, | provide workers with security guidelines and carry out drills. During the workday, it is my duty to
monitor workers to ensure that they are working according to the enforced safety policies and that any problems or accidents are quickly addressed.

How do you prioritize your work?
Ans:

Depends on the situation... | like to label certain tasks as either A B or C...A being the one that requires immediate attention, and C which are tasks that aren't urgent
but eventually need to get done... | like to focus my work As Music Video Director on the things that need to get done, and done quickly...

Explain what are your weaknesses As Music Video Director?

Red flags: Thisis the peanut butter to the previous question's jelly. Again, everyone should expect it, so it's a bad sign if someone seems totally unprepared, or gives a
stock answer like, "I'm a perfectionist." Also, of course, candidates crazy enough to blurt out some horrible personality trait should go in the red flagged pile.

Good answer: Candidates should talk about a real weakness they've been working on improving. For instance, they're not good at public speaking, but they've been
taking a course to help them improve. Or maybe they feel that they're easily distracted when working online, but have installed software that hel ps them stay on task.
Answers like these show a desire for improvement, self awareness and discipline.

Question - 17:
Can you tell me alittle about yourself?

Ans:

This question seems simple, so many people fail to prepare for it, but it's crucial. Here's the deal: Don't give your complete employment (or personal) history As
Music Video Director. Instead give a pitch-one that's concise and compelling and that shows exactly why you're the right fit for the job. Start off with the 2-3 specific
accomplishments or experiences that you most want the interviewer to know about, then wrap up talking about how that prior experience has positioned you for this
specific role.

Y ou always want to make sure that you're pretty familiar with the company that you're interviewing with. Nothing looks worse than a candidate who knows nothing
about the company they say they're interested in working for. Find out everything you can about the company, its culture and its goals. Y ou will also want to know
how the company is positioned in its market as well as who its major competitors are.

What is the most irritating thing you've experienced about your co-workers?

Ans:

This question is designed to find out if you get along well on team, with other and whether or not you'll be a fit with the interviewer's organization. It's a trap. Think
real hard but fail to come up anything that irritated you about your co-workers. A short positive response is best.
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Question - 24:
What will your ramp time be before you become a meaningful contributor?

Ans:

Companies want staff that can ramp quickly, but also want people who are redlistic. So take into consideration how intense the job is and then give a good answer.
For example, if you have simple responsibilities that don't require a huge development curve, then your ramp time will probably be shorter. If it's a complex set of
skills that you need to develop, then your ramp time could be longer - the key is you have to explain why you believe that ramp time should be.

What motivates you to work As Music Video Director?

Describe what makes you passionate about the work. It could be the company's vision, the product, your desire to succeed, the clients, your peers and so on. They key
isto first understand what internally motivates you to do your job and then to emphasize that in a positive way

If possible, cite role models you're truly passionate about - passion is contagious and will show you're being genuine. If the role model is in the same or similar
industry as the company in an executive level position, even better.

Then, once you have that knowledge, think creatively on how you could improve upon that weakness for
them.

Make
sure you know their competitor's vision, products, culture, and how they are differentiated against their competition (and if they're not, how they could be)

Give
your answers the reality.

It is useful to predict a five to ten- year- scenario of expectations in order to gain your targets that you set up and it is the period of time to see how your plans and
targets are performed.

Therefore, the quality of the product and marketability of the mentioned industry need to be highlighted. This will help you to achieve the interviewer's attention and
insurance to you personality and you can get the honest and long- term goals.

Think about what you bring to the table that you truly believe is unique - the easiest way to do is to think of your own personal stories that demonstrate your work
ethic, skills, and dedication.

Answer the question positively, emphasizing that you have been looking for a
career progression. Start by telling the interviewer what you gained from your last job As Music Video Director

Ans:

Ans:

Many managers mistakenly think that money is the prime motivator for their employees. However, according to surveys by several different companies, money is
consistently ranked five or lower by most employees.

Question - 48:
What is your desired salary As Music Video Director?

Ans:

Bad Answer: Candidates who are unable to answer the question, or give an answer that is far above market. Shows that they have not done research on the market
rate, or have unreasonabl e expectations.
Good answer: A number or range that falls within the market rate and matches their level of mastery of skills required to do the job.

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Question - 49:
How do you act when you encounter competition?

Ans:

This question is designed to see if you can rise the occasion. Y ou want to discuss how you are the type to battle competition strongly and then you need to cite an
exampleif possible of your past work experience where you were able to do so.

Question - 50:
What are three positive things your last boss would say about you?

Ans:

It'stime to pull out your old performance appraisals and boss's quotes. Thisis a great way to brag about yourself through someone else's words:
"My boss has told me that | am the best designer he has ever had. He knows he can rely on me, and he likes my sense of humor.”

Question - 51:
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

Thisis a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four dlices a month. If the average slice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the slice is 30 square inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 sguare inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average slice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 sguare inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million square feet of pizzaamonth.
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Question - 52:
What kind of salary do you need As Music Video Director?
Ans:

This is a loaded question and a nasty little game that you will probably lose if you answer first. So, do not answer it. Instead, say something like, that's a tough
question. Can you tell me the range for this position? In most cases, the interviewer, taken off guard, will tell you. If not, say that it can depend on the details of the
job. Then give awide range.
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Question - 53:
What types of personalities do you work with best?
Ans:

In the past, | have found it difficult to work with others who see themselves as better than others, who can take criticism, and who refuse to work with others. | have
found it challenging to work with them b/c | am a team oriented person who feels the importance of working together over the needs of the individual especially in a
learning environment.
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Question - 54:
What does quality work mean to you?
Ans:

Quality work to be is about doing work to the require or set standard, which is very important when it comes to warehouse operations.

Question - 55:

How do you plan to go by an example for your subordinates?

Ans:

Sticking to the rules by yourself, working hard and not mind participating on basic tasks is a good answer.
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Question - 56:
Give me an example of an emergency situation that you faced. How did you handle it?

Ans:

There was a time when one of my employers faced the quitting of a manager in another country. | was asked to go fill in for him while they found a replacement and
stay to train that person. | would be at least 30 days. | quickly accepted because | knew that my department couldn't function without me.
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Question - 57:
What's the least rewarding work you've ever done and why?

Ans:

Describe work you've done that you feel doesn't take advantage of your full potential. For example, "I once had to make paper copies for my job and | feel it didn't
take full advantage of my skills. However, it did teach me to be humblein my work and to appreciate a good opportunity when it arose to use my skills"
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Question - 58:
Explain me about your experience working in thisfield As Music Video Director?

Ans:

| am dedicated, hardworking and great team player for the common goal of the company | work with. | am fast learner and quickly adopt to fast pace and dynamic
area. | am well organized, detail oriented and punctual person.
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Question - 59:
Have you got any questions?

Ans:

This is your final opportunity to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job. Now is not the time to ask questions about holidays, pay or
pensions - al these things can be asked later when you get an offer of employment. Now is the time to ask about any reservations that the interviewer may have about
your suitability for therole. Y ou will then give yourself one last chance to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job.

Example Thank you. | think we have covered everything. Before we finish the interview | would like to take the opportunity to ask if you have any reservations
about my suitability for this role?
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Question - 60:
How would you define success?

Ans:

Success is defined differently for everybody. Just make sure the parameters are defined by you with regards to work life balance, financial gain, career growth,
achievements, creating meaningful work / products and so forth. If you can clearly articulate what it means to you that is a strong answer.
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Question - 61:
What do you think we could do better or differently?

Ans:

This is a common one at startups. Hiring managers want to know that you not only have some background on the company, but that you're able to think critically
about it and come to the table with new ideas. So, come with new ideas! What new features would you love to see? How could the company increase conversions?
How could customer service be improved? You don't need to have the company's four-year strategy figured out, but do share your thoughts, and more importantly,
show how your interests and expertise would lend themselves to the job.
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Question - 62:
What type of work environment do you prefer?
Ans:

Ideally one that's similar to the environment of the company you're applying to. Be specific.

Question - 63:
Why do you want to work As Music Video Director for this organisation?

Ans:

Being unfamiliar with the organisation will spoil your chances with 75% of interviewers, according to one survey, so take this chance to show you have done your
preparation and know the company inside and out. Y ou will now have the chance to demonstrate that you've done your research, so reply mentioning all the positive
things you have found out about the organisation and its sector etc. This means you'll have an enjoyable work environment and stability of employment etc -
everything that brings out the best in you.
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Question - 64:
What's your salary history?
Ans:

When you are interviewing for a new job, it is common practice for the company to ask you about your salary history. | typically want to know what the candidate's
base salary is, if they receive any bonus, the average bonus amount, and any additional compensation or perks, such as 500k matching, stock grants or stock options,
paid time off and how much they are required to pay towards their medical premiums.
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Question - 65:
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What problems have you encountered at work?

Ans:

Wow, do we have problems! Where do | begin? Well, most of the problems are internal, just people not working well with each other. | have one person on our team
who is area problem, but it seems like management is afraid to do anything about it. So we all end up having to do extra work to cover for this person, who just
doesn't work. We all say that he'sretired in place. | think he's just holding on until retirement in a couple years. But he'sareal problem. | complain about it--alot--but
nothing ever seemsto get done. |'ve even written negative reviews about the person, hoping he will get canned, but it doesn't happen. | can't wait for him to retire.
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Question - 66:
What are your salary expectations As Music Video Director?

Ans:

This question is like a loaded gun, tricky and dangerous if you're not sure what you are doing. It's not uncommon for people to end up talking salary before really
selling their skills, but knowledge is power as this is a negotiation after all. Again, this is an area where doing your research will be helpful as you will have an
understanding of average salary.

One approach is asking the interviewer about the salary range, but to avoid the question entirely, you can respond that money isn't a key factor and you're goal is to
advance in your career. However, if you have a minimum figure in mind and you believe you're able to get it, you may find it worth trying.
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Question - 67:
Do you like to start personal relationships with other employees?
Ans:

Well, the right answer is yes and no. Good personal relations can improve the overall performance of ateam. But on the other hand, you should not let your emotions
to affect your decisionsin work.
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Question - 68:
How would you observe the level of motivation of your subordinates?
Ans:

Choosing the right metrics and comparing productivity of everyone on daily basis is a good answer, doesn't matter in which company you apply for a supervisory
role.
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Question - 69:
What would you like to have accomplished by the end of your career?
Ans:

Think of 3 major achievements that you'd like to accomplish in your job when all is said and done - and think BIG. You want to show you expect to be a mgjor
contributor at the company. It could be creating a revolutionary new product, it could be implementing a new effective way of marketing, etc.
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
