A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the interviewer with
background context (e.g., "In my last job as a  Office Director, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the bulk of your time describing what you
actually did (the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, I streamlined the process, which saved my group 10 man-hours each month
and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

This is your final opportunity to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job. Now is not the time to ask questions about holidays, pay or
pensions - all these things can be asked later when you get an offer of employment. Now is the time to ask about any reservations that the interviewer may have about
your suitability for the role. You will then give yourself one last chance to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job.
Example  Thank you. I think we have covered everything. Before we finish the interview I would like to take the opportunity to ask if you have any reservations
about my suitability for this role?

After sharing your personal ambition, it may be a good time to ask the interviewer if your
ambitions match those of the company.

(e.g., "I think a great starter project would be diving into your email marketing campaigns and setting up a tracking system for them.") Sure, if you get the job, you (or
your new employer) might decide there's a better starting place, but having an answer prepared will show the interviewer where you can add immediate impact-and
that you're excited to get started.
