I think you did fine. I'm sure you've conducted alot of interviews, and it's probably second nature for you now. Thanks for taking the time to meet with me today. I'm
sure you have alot of things you have to juggle every day.

I'd say you rate at least ten out of ten. The questions you asked seemed spot on. | can tell you guys are working hard to find the perfect applicant for the job. I'm glad |
could meet with you.
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Question - 54:
Do you like to start personal relationships with other employees?
Ans:

Well, the right answer is yes and no. Good personal relations can improve the overall performance of ateam. But on the other hand, you should not let your emotions
to affect your decisionsin work.
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Question - 55:
What's the least rewarding work you've ever done and why?
Ans:

Describe work you've done that you feel doesn't take advantage of your full potential. For example, "I once had to make paper copies for my job and | fedl it didn't
take full advantage of my skills. However, it did teach me to be humble in my work and to appreciate a good opportunity when it arose to use my skills"
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Question - 56:
How would you define success?
Ans:

Success is defined differently for everybody. Just make sure the parameters are defined by you with regards to work life balance, financia gain, career growth,
achievements, creating meaningful work / products and so forth. If you can clearly articulate what it means to you that is a strong answer.

How would you rate your communication and interpersonal skillsfor thisjob As Head of Research Development?

Ans:

These are important for support workers. But they differ from the communication skills of a CEO or a desktop support technician. Communication must be adapted to
the special ways and needs of the clients. Workers must be able to not only understand and help their clients, but must project empathy and be a warm, humane
presencein their lives.
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Question - 58:
Do you have good computer skills?
Ans:

It is becoming increasingly important for medical assistants to be knowledgeable about computers. If you are a long-time computer user with experience with
different software applications, mention it. It is also a good idea to mention any other computer skills you have, such as a high typing rate, website creation, and more.
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Question - 59:
Give me an example of an emergency situation that you faced. How did you handle it?

Ans:

There was a time when one of my employers faced the quitting of a manager in another country. | was asked to go fill in for him while they found a replacement and
stay to train that person. | would be at least 30 days. | quickly accepted because | knew that my department couldn't function without me.
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Question - 60:
What are three positive things your last boss would say about you?

Ans:

It'stime to pull out your old performance appraisals and boss's quotes. Thisis agreat way to brag about yourself through someone else's words:
"My boss has told me that | am the best designer he has ever had. He knows he can rely on me, and he likes my sense of humor.”
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Question - 61:
What is your desired salary As Head of Research Devel opment?

Ans:

Bad Answer: Candidates who are unable to answer the question, or give an answer that is far above market. Shows that they have not done research on the market
rate, or have unreasonable expectations.
Good answer: A number or range that falls within the market rate and matches their level of mastery of skills required to do the job.
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Question - 62:
How do you act when you encounter competition?

Ans:

This question is designed to see if you can rise the occasion. Y ou want to discuss how you are the type to battle competition strongly and then you need to cite an
exampleif possible of your past work experience where you were able to do so.
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Question - 63:
Areyou planning to continue your studies and training As Head of Research Development?
Ans:

If asked about plans for continued education, companies typically look for applicants to tie independent goals with the aims of the employer. Interviewers consistently
want to see motivation to learn and improve. Continuing education shows such desires, especially when potentials display interests in academia potentially benefiting
the company.

Answering in terms of "I plan on continuing my studies in the technology field," when offered a question from a technology firm makes sense. Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
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Question - 64:
How would you motivate your team members to produce the best possible results?
Ans:

Trying to create competitive atmosphere, trying to motivate the team as awhole, organizing team building activities, building good relationships amongst people.
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Question - 65:
Explain an ideathat you have had and have then implemented in practice?

Ans:
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Often an interview guide will outline the so-called 'STAR' approach for answering such questions; Structure the answer as a situation, task, action, and result: what
the context was, what you needed to achieve, what you did, and what the outcome was as aresult of your actions.
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Question - 66:
What are your salary expectations As Head of Research Development?

Ans:

This question is like a loaded gun, tricky and dangerous if you're not sure what you are doing. It's not uncommon for people to end up talking salary before really
selling their skills, but knowledge is power as this is a negotiation after all. Again, this is an area where doing your research will be helpful as you will have an
understanding of average salary.

One approach is asking the interviewer about the salary range, but to avoid the question entirely, you can respond that money isn't a key factor and you're goal is to
advance in your career. However, if you have a minimum figure in mind and you believe you're able to get it, you may find it worth trying.
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Question - 67:
What's your salary history?
Ans:

When you are interviewing for a new job, it is common practice for the company to ask you about your salary history. | typically want to know what the candidate's
base salary is, if they receive any bonus, the average bonus amount, and any additional compensation or perks, such as 500k matching, stock grants or stock options,
paid time off and how much they are required to pay towards their medical premiums.
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Question - 68:
What features of your previous jobs have you disliked?

Ans:

It's easy to talk about what you liked about your job in an interview, but you need to be careful when responding to questions about the downsides of your last
position. When you're asked at a job interview about what you didn't like about your previous job, try not to be too negative. Y ou don't want the interviewer to think
that you'll speak negatively about this job or the company should you eventually decide to move on after they have hired you.
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Question - 69:
What kind of salary do you need As Head of Research Development?
Ans:

This is a loaded question and a nasty little game that you will probably lose if you answer first. So, do not answer it. Instead, say something like, that's a tough
question. Can you tell me the range for this position? In most cases, the interviewer, taken off guard, will tell you. If not, say that it can depend on the details of the
job. Then give awide range.
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Question - 70:
What was the most important task you ever had?

There are two common answers to this question that do little to impress recruiters:

*'| passed my driving test'

No matter how proud you are of these achievements, they don't say anything exciting about you. When you're going for a graduate job, having a degree is hardly
going to make you stand out from the crowd and neither is having adriving licence, which is arequirement of many jobs.
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Question - 71:
What does quality work mean to you?
Ans:

Quiality work to be is about doing work to the require or set standard, which is very important when it comes to warehouse operations.
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Question - 72:
Why do you want to work As Head of Research Development for this organisation?

Ans:

Being unfamiliar with the organisation will spoil your chances with 75% of interviewers, according to one survey, so take this chance to show you have done your
preparation and know the company inside and out. Y ou will now have the chance to demonstrate that you've done your research, so reply mentioning al the positive
things you have found out about the organisation and its sector etc. This means you'll have an enjoyable work environment and stability of employment etc -
everything that brings out the best in you.
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
