Nothing says "hire me" better than a track record of achieving amazing results in past jobs Regarding UBC, so don't be shy when answering this interview question!
A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the interviewer with background
context (e.g., "In my last job asa UBC, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the bulk of your time describing what you actually did (the
action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined the process, which saved my group 10 man-hours each month and reduced
errors on invoices by 25%."

Ans:

During the interview Regarding UBC process employers will want to find out how you respond to supervision. They want to know whether you have any problems
with authority, If you can work well as part of a group (see previous question) and if you take instructions well etc.

Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in ateam or take intruction and side with your former employer.

It would make it harder
to fit with acover. You'd have to rotate it exactly the right way.

There are no corners to deal with. Also, a round manhole cover won't fall into a hole because it was rotated the wrong way, o it's safer. Looking at this, it seems
corners are a problem. Y ou can't cut yourself on around manhole cover. And because it's round, it can be more easily transported. One person can roll it.

Question - 68:
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four slices a month. If the average slice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the slice is 30 square inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month.
