great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the interviewer with background
context (e.g., "In my last job asa CBOSS, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the bulk of your time describing what you actualy did (the
action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, “In one month, | streamlined the process, which saved my group 10 man-hours each month and reduced
errors on invoices by 25%."

If
you choose money, you can also explain that is important to you as validation and you can highlight how money is important to you because of your goals (financial
security, providing for your family, and so forth). The key is to be authentic with your answer. However, if you say you value pay more because you're greedy - know
that doesn't align usually to most company's values/vision.
