Describe a time when you had to help a coworker out that did not directly benefit you?

Ans:
There should be many times where you've assisted others Regarding Drier Take-Off Tender. If you haven't, think of how you would in the future. You can discuss
charitable causes, how you mentored someone, and so on.

It would make it harder
to fit with a cover. You'd have to rotate it exactly the right way. 
The pipes below are also round, so fitting them might be easier, as might be making them. So many manhole covers are round because they don't need to be rotated.
There are no corners to deal with. Also, a round manhole cover won't fall into a hole because it was rotated the wrong way, so it's safer. Looking at this, it seems
corners are a problem. You can't cut yourself on a round manhole cover. And because it's round, it can be more easily transported. One person can roll it.

Ans:
If you're not, then say you're not. Don't lie about it just to get the job. There's no point if you won't move for the job anyway and lying is unethical. If you are open to
relocation Regarding Drier Take-Off Tender, let them know which areas you'd be willing to relocate to.
