A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to
provide the interviewer with background context (e.g., "In my last job asa Colour Film Analyzer Photographic Processing, it was my role to manage the invoicing
process"), but spend the bulk of your time describing what you actually did (the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined
the process, which saved my group 10 man-hours each month and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

Remember the extra step: find out whether you're considering the
building totally empty or with office furniture, people, etc. If you're including the contents, you might have to add 20 percent or so to the building's weight.

You don't need to have the company's four-year strategy figured out, but do share your thoughts, and more importantly,
show how your interests and expertise would lend themselves to the job.

Answering in terms of "I plan on continuing my studies in the technology field," when offered a question from a technology firm makes sense. Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.

What is your biggest achievement?
Ans:

Quality work to be is about doing work to the require or set standard, which is very important when it comes to warehouse operations.
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Question - 68:
Does your boss know you're here today?

Ans:

Usually, you probably haven't told your boss for obvious reasons. So it's ok to say that they do not. You don't want to upset the balance at your current job after all
and nothing is guaranteed in an interview. The interviewer should understand this stance.
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Question - 69:
What would you do if our competitor offered you a position In Colour Film Analyzer Photographic Processing?
