For example, if you're applying to marketing, collaboration could mean
discussing new ways of social media advertising to reach an audience of over amillion people to strengthen the brand awareness of the company.

How would you estimate the weight of the Chrysler building?

Thisis a process guesstimate where the interviewer wants to know if you know what to ask. First, you would find out the dimensions of the building (height, weight,
depth). This will allow you to determine the volume of the building. Does it taper at the top? (Yes.) Then, you need to estimate the composition of the Chrysler
building. Isit mostly steel? Concrete? How much would those components weigh per square inch? Remember the extra step: find out whether you're considering the
building totally empty or with office furniture, people, etc. If you're including the contents, you might have to add 20 percent or so to the building's weight.

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Question - 51:

Question - 55:
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four slices a month. If the average slice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the slice is 30 sguare inches of pizza. So, four pizza dlices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average slice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 sguare inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million sguare feet of pizzaamonth.
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Question - 56:
Tell me about the last time you had to work with someone inside or outside of your department to accomplish agoal ?

Ans:

Show that you were communicative with that person and that you were able to collaborate effectively in sharing ideas and work tasks. They want to see that you can
be ateam player.

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Question - 59:
What do you think is your greatest weakness?

Ans:

Don't say anything that could eliminate you from consideration for the job. For instance, "I'm slow in adapting to change" is not awise answer, since changeis par for
the course in most work environments. Avoid calling attention to any weakness that's one of the critical qualities the hiring manager is looking for. And don't try the
old "I'm aworkaholic," or "I'm a perfectionist.

Question - 60:
Have you got any questions?

Ans:

This is your final opportunity to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job. Now is not the time to ask questions about holidays, pay or
pensions - al these things can be asked later when you get an offer of employment. Now is the time to ask about any reservations that the interviewer may have about
your suitability for therole. Y ou will then give yourself one last chance to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job.

Example Thank you. | think we have covered everything. Before we finish the interview | would like to take the opportunity to ask if you have any reservations
about my suitability for this role?
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Question - 61:
How do you evaluate your ability to handle conflict?

Ans:

| pride myself on being a good problem solver. Through my previous job and management positions | have faced numerous conflicts in different situations, and my
experiences have helped me to hone my issue resolution skills. | believe that it isimportant to get to and address the root of the issue, in a respectable manner.
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Question - 62:
What kind of salary do you need As Mill Representative?

Ans:

This is a loaded question and a nasty little game that you will probably lose if you answer first. So, do not answer it. Instead, say something like, that's a tough
question. Can you tell me the range for this position? In most cases, the interviewer, taken off guard, will tell you. If not, say that it can depend on the details of the
job. Then give awide range.
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Question - 63:

If | wereto give you this salary you requested but let you write your job description for the next year, what would it say?
Ans:

It should say the same thing - after al - if you think this salary isfair then it should suit the responsibilities!
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Question - 64:
What do you expect to be earning in 5 years As Mill Representative?
Ans:

Discuss how you expect yourself to be excellent at your job. Thus, it would be reasonable to expect pay that is based on the merit of your work.

Question - 65:
Areyou planning to continue your studies and training As Mill Representative?
Ans:

If asked about plans for continued education, companies typically look for applicants to tie independent goals with the aims of the employer. Interviewers consistently
want to see motivation to learn and improve. Continuing education shows such desires, especialy when potentials display interests in academia potentially benefiting
the company.

Answering in terms of "I plan on continuing my studies in the technology field," when offered a question from a technology firm makes sense. Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
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Question - 66:
How would you observe the level of motivation of your subordinates?

Ans:

Choosing the right metrics and comparing productivity of everyone on daily basis is a good answer, doesn't matter in which company you apply for a supervisory
role.
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Question - 67:
Do you think you have enough experience As Mill Representative?

Ans:

If you do not have the experience they need, you need to show the employer that you have the skills, qualities and knowledge that will make you equal to people with
experience but not necessary the skills. It is also good to add how quick you can pick up the routine of anew job role.
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
