Third, show how you were able to adapt to the way the person wanted to be communicated with to achieve your goals

Can you describe your ideal boss/supervisor?
Ans:

During the interview Regarding Gas Regulator process employers will want to find out how you respond to supervision. They want to know whether you have any
problems with authority, If you can work well as part of a group (see previous question) and if you take instructions well etc.

Never ever ever, criticize a past supervisor or boss. This is a red flag for airlines and your prospective employer will likely assume you are a difficult employee,
unable to work in ateam or take intruction and side with your former employer.

Ans:

First ask yourself that question before the interview - what are your priorities? Are money and success actual one in the same goal for you? If not, what's more
important based on how do you define success?

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This can be a very tricky question as the individual asking it is probably digging for something other than a simple answer to the question. We recommend that you
don't immediately respond to the question directly. Instead, say something like, "That a difficult question. What is range for this position?' More often than not the
interviewer will tell you. If the interviewer insists on direct answer you may want say that it depends on the details of the job - then give awide salary range.

A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the interviewer with
background context (e.g., "In my last job asa Gas Regulator, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the bulk of your time describing what you
actually did (the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined the process, which saved my group 10 man-hours each month
and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

Interviewers ask persona questions in an interview to "see if candidates will fit in with the culture [and] give them the opportunity to open up and display their
persondlity, t0o,". In other words, if someone asks about your hobbies outside of work, it's totally OK to open up and share what really makes you tick. (Do keep it
semi-professional, though: Saying you like to have afew beers at the local hot spot on Saturday night is fine. Telling them that Monday is usually arough day for you
because you're always hungover is not.)

What does success mean to you?

Ans:

| am punctual, | always have excellent attendance on any job Regarding Gas Regulator, | have a keen eye for both large and small details, and | am always finding
ways to improve a process and shorten the length of time it takes to complete a project.

What will your ramp time be before you become a meaningful contributor?

Ans:

Companies want staff that can ramp quickly, but also want people who are realistic. So take into consideration how intense the job is and then give a good answer.
For example, if you have simple responsibilities that don't require a huge development curve, then your ramp time will probably be shorter. If it's a complex set of
skills that you need to develop, then your ramp time could be longer - the key is you have to explain why you believe that ramp time should be.

Question - 47:
If you look at aclock and the time is 3:15, what's the angle between the hour and the minute hands?

Ans:

Usualy, if the answer to a brainteaser seems too easy, chances are the answer's wrong. And in this case, the answer is not zero degrees. The hour hand, remember,
moves as well. That is, in addition to the minute hand. And so, at 3:15, the hour hand and the minute hand are not on top of each other. In fact, the hour hand has
moved a quarter of the way between the 3 and 4. This means it's moved a quarter of 30 degrees (360 degrees divided by 12 equals 30). So the answer, to be exact, is
seven and a half degrees (30 divided by four).

OK, if you get the admittedly much tougher follow-up question as to why you were let go (and the truth isn't exactly pretty), your best bet is to be honest (the
job-seeking world is small, after all). But it doesn't have to be a deal-breaker. Share how you've grown and how you approach your job and life now as aresult. If you
can position the learning experience as an advantage for this next job, even better.

How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four slices a month. If the average slice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the slice is 30 sguare inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average slice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 sguare inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million square feet of pizzaamonth.

When you are interviewing for a new job, it is common practice for the company to ask you about your salary history. | typically want to know what the candidate's
base sdary is, if they receive any bonus, the average bonus amount, and any additional compensation or perks, such as 500k matching, stock grants or stock options,
paid time off and how much they are required to pay towards their medical premiums.

One good way to find out about the department isto try to "informally" interview the existing employees over coffee (outside of the office) if possible. It's hard if you
don't have any connections there, but if you do a great way to learn about it.
