Question - 1:
Are you currently looking at other job opportunities?

Ans:
Just answer this question honestly. Sometime an employer wants to know if there are other companies you're considering so that they can determine how serious you
are about the industry, they're company and find out if you're in demand. Don't spend a lot of time on this question; just try to stay focused on the job you're
interviewing for.

Question - 2:
Tell me about a time when you had to use your presentation skills to influence someone's opinion As Aircraft Technician?

Ans:
Example stories could be a class project, an internal meeting presentation, or a customer facing presentation.

Question - 3:
Did you consider yourself a team player?

Ans:
Of course you're a team player - who isn't. But a simple yes probably isn't the response the interviewer is looking for. Be ready to provide specific example of how
you've worked as part of a cohesive team to get things accomplished and how you've focus on team performance rather than individual performance. Make sure not to
brag as this will make it appear as that you're more concerned about your own performance and accomplishments than those of the team.

Explain me what do you know about our company?

Ans:
Bad Answer: They don't know much about the company. If a candidate is serious and enthusiastic, they should have done some basic research.
Good answer: An answer that shows they've really done their homework and know what the company does, any important current events that involve the company,
and the work culture.

Question - 5:
What has disappointed you about a previous job?

Ans:
Again, this question could get you in trouble so tread carefully. Some good answers might be that your previous job didn't provide any room for growth, that you
were laid off due to a mandatory reduction in staff, that they closed their office in your state and required you to relocate, etc. Make sure not to mention anything
negative about the people you worked with, the company in general or the job itself.

Question - 6:
Top 13 Situational Interview Questions As Aircraft Technician:

Ans:
Situational interviews As Aircraft Technician are similar to behavioral interview questions - but they are focused on the future, and ask hypothetical questions,
whereas behavioral interview questions look at the past.
The advantage is that employers can put all candidates in the same hypothetical situations, and compare their answers.
1. What would you do if you made a strong recommendation in a meeting, but your colleagues decided against it?
2. How you would handle it if your team resisted a new idea or policy you introduced?
3. How would you handle it if the priorities for a project you were working on were suddenly changed?
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4. What would you do if the work of an employee you managed didn't meet expectations?
5. What would you do if an important task was not up to standard, but the deadline to complete it had passed?
6. What steps would you take to make an important decision on the job As Aircraft Technician?
7. How would you handle a colleague you were unable to form a positive relationship with?
8. What would you do if you disagreed with the way a manager wanted you to handle a problem?
9. What would you do if you were assigned to work with a difficult client As Aircraft Technician?
10. What would you do if you worked hard on a solution to a problem, and your solution was criticized by your team?
11. How would you handle working closely with a colleague who was very different from you?
12. You're working on a key project that you can't complete, because you're waiting on work from a colleague. What do you do?
13. You realize that an early mistake in a project is going to put you behind deadline. What do you do?

Question - 7:
What motivates you the most?

Ans:
Is it money? Is it career development? Is it recognition? Is it a sense of achievement? Is it to impress your peers? Is it for fame?

What do you think about Teamwork?

Ans:
I enjoy teamwork and am used to shift work. I think I would adapt well to the role. I  am looking for new challenges As Aircraft Technician and I know I would learn
a lot as cabin crew, not just  about people and places, but skills like first aid too, how can I help others with in my  limits.

Question - 9:
Explain what are your strengths As Aircraft Technician?

Ans:
Bad Answer: Candidate is unprepared for question or only gives generic answers.  
This is the most common job interview question - everybody should be expecting it. If they don't seem prepared, or give a fairly stock answer, it's probably a bad
sign.
Good answer: The consensus is to go for quality, not quantity here. Candidates should give a short list of strengths, and back each one up with examples that illustrate
the strength. Also, they should explain how these strengths will be useful in the job you're applying for, and use this question to say something interesting about
themselves.

Question - 10:
Explain yourself in one line?

Ans:
When you respond, keep in mind the type of position you are interviewing for like Aircraft Technician based job, the company culture, and the work environment.
Your answer should help show the interviewer why you're a match for the job and for the company. 
Sample answers are:
* I'm a people person. I really enjoy meeting and working with a lot of different people.
* I'm a perfectionist. I pay attention to all the details, and like to be sure that everything is just right.
* I'm a creative thinker. I like to explore alternative solutions to problems and have an open mind about what will work best.
* I'm efficient and highly organized. This enables me to be as productive as possible on the job.
* I enjoy solving problems, troubleshooting issues, and coming up with solutions in a timely manner.

Question - 11:
What do you ultimately want to become?

Ans:
Do you want to be an entry level worker As Aircraft Technician? Do you want to be a leader? Do you want to be an entrepreneur? Do you want to be a
philanthropist? Do you want to be in middle management? Ask yourself these questions to figure it out.

Question - 12:
How did you handle meeting a tight deadline As Aircraft Technician?

Ans:
Review every deadline you need to meet. Prioritize your projects by deadline and factor in how important each project is. Record your deadlines on a digital calendar
or spreadsheet.

Question - 13:
What qualities do you look for in a boss?

Ans:
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Remain optimistic and do not be too specific. Good attributes include moral character, honesty, and intelligence since managers usually believe they possess these
qualities.

Question - 14:
What is your dream job?

Ans:
There is almost no good answer to this question, so don't be specific. If you tell the interviewer that the job you're applying for with his/her company is the perfect job
you may loose credibility if you don't sound believable (which you probably won't if you're not telling the truth.) If you give the interviewer some other job the
interviewer may get concerned that you'll get dissatisfied with the position if you're hired. Again, don't be specific. A good response could be, "A job where my work
ethic and abilities are recognized and I can make a meaningful difference to the organization."

Question - 15:
Tell me about a time when you helped resolve a dispute between others?

Ans:
Be sure to discuss a very specific example. Tell the interviewer what methods you used to solve the problem without focusing on the details of the problem.

Question - 16:
Tell us something about yourself?

Ans:
Bad Answer: Candidates who ramble on about themselves without regard for information that will actually help the interviewer make a decision, or candidates who
actually provide information showing they are unfit for the job. 
Good answer: An answer that gives the interviewer a glimpse of the candidate's personality, without veering away from providing information that relates to the job.
Answers should be positive, and not generic.

Question - 17:
Tell us about a suggestion you have made that has benefited an organization you've worked for?

Ans:
This is another opportunity to show the interviewer what you're capable of so make sure to be prepared for this type of question. Have an example ready and make
sure its an example of a suggestion you've made that was accepted and that have positive influence. If you can come up with an example that relates to the position
you're applying for that would be even better.

Question - 18:
How do you adapt to new working environments As Aircraft Technician?

Ans:
It's important that you demonstrate that you can adapt to changing environments quickly. You want to stress that you can manage change. The one thing in life that is
constant after all, is change.

What position do you prefer on a team working on a project?

Ans:
Do not claim to be comfortable with a specific role if you in are in fact not comfortable with it. However, if you have no problem working in certain roles or
situations, be sure to discuss this with the interviewer.

What kind of car do you drive?

Ans:
The only time this might matter is if the job requires a certain type of car because of the responsibilities. For example, if you need to load a lot of construction
materials into your car, you'll probably need a truck.

Question - 21:
Describe your management style?

Ans:
Try to avoid specific classifications, whatever it may be. Organizations usually prefer managers who can adapt their skills to different situations.

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Question - 22:
What would you do if you won the lottery?

Ans:
The interviewer is asking this question to find out what your true passion is. Ideally it aligns to the type of work you're interviewing for. If not, tie it back in terms of
how it relates to the job, for example, "I believe I'll learn the necessary skills in this job to pursue my passion later on in life."

Question - 23:
How do you rate yourself in computer skills? Please describe the programs and software that you can use well?

Ans:
Ideally you want to able to type quickly, have the ability to effectively use Microsoft Office, and more importantly be able to quickly adapt to computer / technology
skills. More and more it's become an integral part of work. If the job doesn't require technology skills - then this question shouldn't be asked!

Question - 24:
How do you think your colleagues at your last job would describe you?

Ans:
While your CV will say a lot about your work history As Aircraft Technician, the interviewer will most likely look for greater detail with questions such as this. Be
positive about previous experience, highlighting your own strengths.

Question - 25:
How would your references describe you?

Ans:
Think of three major characteristics that demonstrate your best qualities related to work and then have quick stories to describe why.

Question - 26:
Have you ever been caught stealing, or better yet, have you ever stole anything?

Ans:
I guess everyone takes a pen or paper or little things like that. But other than that, NO. I have never stole from my employers or better yet As Aircraft Technician,
from anyone.

Question - 27:
What negative thing would your last boss say about you?

Ans:
"He/She wouldn't say anything bad, but he/she may point out I could improve in a certain area, and I've taken steps to become better at those skills"

Question - 28:
How well do you multi-task?

Ans:
Multi-tasking is an important part of most jobs. You want to show that you're good at it but not overwhelmed with it. So discuss just a few things you can multi-task
well on - for example: "I'm good at multi tasking between work email and working on projects As Aircraft Technician and the reason it because I'm good at
prioritizing my work emails.

Question - 29:
Describe a time when you had to help a coworker out that did not directly benefit you?

Ans:
There should be many times where you've assisted others As Aircraft Technician. If you haven't, think of how you would in the future. You can discuss charitable
causes, how you mentored someone, and so on.

Question - 30:
What's been your biggest success to date?

Ans:
Talk about a story / experience about how you achieved success and be sure to share details on the results and outcome. Have it highlight a strong characteristic such
as leadership, work ethic and so forth.

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Question - 31:
Why are manhole covers round?

Ans:
This is a classic brainteaser, which was reportedly first asked by a Microsoft interviewer. Here's how to ""solve"" this brainteaser (remember to speak and reason out
loud while solving this brainteaser): Why are manhole covers round? Could there be a structural reason? Why aren't manhole covers square? It would make it harder
to fit with a cover. You'd have to rotate it exactly the right way. 
The pipes below are also round, so fitting them might be easier, as might be making them. So many manhole covers are round because they don't need to be rotated.
There are no corners to deal with. Also, a round manhole cover won't fall into a hole because it was rotated the wrong way, so it's safer. Looking at this, it seems
corners are a problem. You can't cut yourself on a round manhole cover. And because it's round, it can be more easily transported. One person can roll it.

Question - 32:
Where do you see yourself in 5 years with your career?

Ans:
Be sure to paint a clear picture of your career vision that demonstrates your aspirations and goals that are realistic. This could emphasize increased responsibility, the
ability to manage people and so forth

Question - 33:
What are your personal skills which make you a candidate for the position As Aircraft Technician?

Ans:
The list of crucial character traits includes patience, tact, and poise, with personal and cultural sensitivity. One needs the ability to work long hours, with much
walking and some physical tasks. But the most important trait of all is to love people and to have the desire to care for them.

Question - 34:
What other companies are you interviewing with?

Ans:
Companies ask this for a number of reasons, from wanting to see what the competition is for you to sniffing out whether you're serious about the industry. "Often the
best approach is to mention that you are exploring a number of other similar options in the company's industry,".  It can be helpful to mention that a common
characteristic of all the jobs you are applying to is the opportunity to apply some critical abilities and skills that you possess. For example, you might say 'I am
applying for several positions with IT consulting firms where I can analyze client needs and translate them to development teams in order to find solutions to
technology problems.'

Question - 35:
How many tennis balls can you fit into a limousine? 1,000? 10,000? 100,000? Seriously?

Ans:
Well, seriously, you might get asked brainteaser questions like these, especially in quantitative jobs. But remember that the interviewer doesn't necessarily want an
exact number-he wants to make sure that you understand what's being asked of you, and that you can set into motion a systematic and logical way to respond. So, just
take a deep breath, and start thinking through the math. (Yes, it's OK to ask for a pen and paper!)

Question - 36:
Why do you feel you will excel at rhis job?

Ans:
This question presents an excellent opportunity for you to discuss your education, qualifications and personal traits. You might say something like "I studied property
management as well as behavior during my college years and I have two years' experience in real estate. 
I can gauge the homes or apartments in which clients will be interested based solely upon the needs of their families. Finally, my organizational skills will allow me
to schedule appointments or showings confidently and arrive for them punctually." This shows your interviewer that you have all of the skills necessary to become
successful not only for yourself, but also for your employer.

Question - 37:
How do you take "No" for an answer?

Ans:
You want to be persistent enough to understand why someone is saying no so that you could potentially convince them otherwise with a sound reason. However, if
they are still saying "no" to you, then you need to humbly accept their position and move on.

Question - 38:
Tell me about a time when you were held accountable for a problem that you hadn't caused?

Ans:
If someone puts the blame on you (incorrectly), the best thing you can do is NOT to retaliate. You want to make it known that you were not to blame (explain all the
facts) and then focus on fixing the problem in the best way possible.
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Question - 39:
What is your biggest regret to date and why?

Ans:
Describe honestly the regretful action / situation you were in but then discuss how you proactively fixed / improved it and how that helped you to improve as a
person/worker.

Question - 40:
What is your biggest fear?

Ans:
Don't try to sugarcoat the answer by listing something ambitious as a fear, unless you truly mean it (for example: I fear being a great leader) - Share your real fears
but discuss how you would overcome them.

Question - 41:
What did you major in and why?

Ans:
Tell them your major and the motivations behind why you chose it and how it's helped to prep your of this potential job.

Question - 42:
What do you like to do outside of work?

Ans:
Interviewers ask personal questions in an interview to "see if candidates will fit in with the culture [and] give them the opportunity to open up and display their
personality, too,". In other words, if someone asks about your hobbies outside of work, it's totally OK to open up and share what really makes you tick. (Do keep it
semi-professional, though: Saying you like to have a few beers at the local hot spot on Saturday night is fine. Telling them that Monday is usually a rough day for you
because you're always hungover is not.)

Question - 43:
What types of situations do you consider "unfixable"?

Ans:
Most situations are "fixable" - the ones that are not are typically related to business ethics (someone is cheating the company, someone is stealing, etc)

Question - 44:
How do you feel about this company's vision?

Ans:
First find out where the company envisions itself in 3-5 years. If you can't find the vision of the company, that's probably a big question mark on the company itself.
Once you do, identify how those company's visions align to your personal values and goals and then articulate how tightly correlated that is to the interviewer. For
example - this company wants to be the #1 provider of green technology in the world and I feel strongly about that vision because we've got a chance to collectively
impact the world to become a greener society and save our clients at the same time!

Question - 45:
If hired, how do you intend on making a difference with our company?

Ans:
Dedicate myself to learn everything about the new company that I can, look for ways and ideas that could improve, processes, safety, removing obstacles from the
associates, I want to advance within the company.

Question - 46:
What are your lifelong dreams?

Ans:
If your dreams don't relate to the job closely, make sure you highlight aspects of the job that will help develop the skills that will help you with your dreams. Ideally,
you want your dreams to relate strongly to the career path you're interviewing for though.

Question - 47:
What are ideas or initiatives you've led and what was the outcome?
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Ans:
Describe your most unique ideas and initiatives that had the best results for the company. Make sure you highlight your creativity, your results, your diligence and
your ability to execute.

Question - 48:
Tell me about the last time you missed a goal or deadline?

Ans:
Unless you're a completely perfect person, chances are you've messed up before on a goal/deadline. If so, discuss how you fell short and what you would have done in
retrospect to achieve it.

Question - 49:
What role do you see technology playing in this role?

Ans:
Technology is important to almost every job today but it's not meant to be abused. I believe it's important to increase productivity and not for personal use.

Question - 50:
What are your thoughts on social media for this role?

Ans:
Without a doubt, social media is becoming more and more pervasive in our jobs. You should stress that social media is not appropriate for personal use at work.
However, if the company embraces social media in certain departments (for example marketing), then you may want to discuss how you could use it for work (as
long as it applies to your role).

Question - 51:
Do you have the ability to articulate a vision and to get others involved to carry it out?

Ans:
If yes, then share an example of how you've done so at work or college. If not, then discuss how you would do so. Example: "I would first understand the goals of the
staff members and then I would align those to the goals of the project / company. Then I would articulate the vision of that alignment and ask them to participate.
From there, we would delegate tasks among the team and then follow up on a date and time to ensure follow through on the tasks. Lastly, we would review the results
together."

Question - 52:
Why do you want to work in this industry As Aircraft Technician?

Ans:
Make sure you research the industry first. Then find at least 3 core things about that industry that you're passionate about (for example: how their solutions impact
clients, their culture, the leadership, etc)

Question - 53:
Why are you leaving your current job?

Ans:
This is a toughie, but one you can be sure you'll be asked. Definitely keep things positive-you have nothing to gain by being negative about your past employers.
Instead, frame things in a way that shows that you're eager to take on new opportunities and that the role you're interviewing for is a better fit for you than your
current or last position. For example, "I'd really love to be part of product development from beginning to end, and I know I'd have that opportunity here." And if you
were let go? Keep it simple: "Unfortunately, I was let go," is a totally OK answer.

Question - 54:
How would you go about establishing your credibility quickly As Aircraft Technician with the team?

Ans:
Fully understand my responsibilities, work hard and exceed expectations, learn as much as possible, help others as much as possible, understand what my teammates'
goals and needs are, be on time, and gain a mentor.

Question - 55:
What does "thinking outside the box" mean to you?

Ans:
It means not doing things exactly the same way as everyone else. You've got to challenge the status quo and bring something new to the business.

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Question - 56:
What problems have you encountered at work?

Ans:
Wow, do we have problems! Where do I begin? Well, most of the problems are internal, just people not working well with each other. I have one person on our team
who is a real problem, but it seems like management is afraid to do anything about it. So we all end up having to do extra work to cover for this person, who just
doesn't work. We all say that he's retired in place. I think he's just holding on until retirement in a couple years. But he's a real problem. I complain about it--a lot--but
nothing ever seems to get done. I've even written negative reviews about the person, hoping he will get canned, but it doesn't happen. I can't wait for him to retire.

Question - 57:
What are your salary expectations As Aircraft Technician?

Ans:
This question is like a loaded gun, tricky and dangerous if you're not sure what you are doing. It's not uncommon for people to end up talking salary before really
selling their skills, but knowledge is power as this is a negotiation after all. Again, this is an area where doing your research will be helpful as you will have an
understanding of average salary.
One approach is asking the interviewer about the salary range, but to avoid the question entirely, you can respond that money isn't a key factor and you're goal is to
advance in your career. However, if you have a minimum figure in mind and you believe you're able to get it, you may find it worth trying.

Question - 58:
What do you think is your greatest weakness?

Ans:
Don't say anything that could eliminate you from consideration for the job. For instance, "I'm slow in adapting to change" is not a wise answer, since change is par for
the course in most work environments. Avoid calling attention to any weakness that's one of the critical qualities the hiring manager is looking for. And don't try the
old "I'm a workaholic," or "I'm a perfectionist.

Question - 59:
What kind of salary do you need As Aircraft Technician?

Ans:
This is a loaded question and a nasty little game that you will probably lose if you answer first. So, do not answer it. Instead, say something like, that's a tough
question. Can you tell me the range for this position? In most cases, the interviewer, taken off guard, will tell you. If not, say that it can depend on the details of the
job. Then give a wide range.

Question - 60:
Explain me about a time when you reached a goal within a tight deadline?

Ans:
I work well under pressure to meet deadlines without jeopardizing the quality of my work. I have always worked in a fast pace environment where we are constantly
under pressure to achieve best results within a time frame.

Question - 61:
Give me an example of an emergency situation that you faced. How did you handle it?

Ans:
There was a time when one of my employers faced the quitting of a manager in another country. I was asked to go fill in for him while they found a replacement and
stay to train that person. I would be at least 30 days. I quickly accepted because I knew that my department couldn't function without me.

Question - 62:
Why do you want to work As Aircraft Technician for this organisation?

Ans:
Being unfamiliar with the organisation will spoil your chances with 75% of interviewers, according to one survey, so take this chance to show you have done your
preparation and know the company inside and out. You will now have the chance to demonstrate that you've done your research, so reply mentioning all the positive
things you have found out about the organisation and its sector etc. This means you'll have an enjoyable work environment and stability of employment etc -
everything that brings out the best in you.

Question - 63:
Do you think you have enough experience As Aircraft Technician?

Ans:
If you do not have the experience they need, you need to show the employer that you have the skills, qualities and knowledge that will make you equal to people with
experience but not necessary the skills. It is also good to add how quick you can pick up the routine of a new job role.

Question - 64:
If I talked to your three biggest fans, who would they be and why?

Ans:
If you can reference three professionals with executive titles (CXO, VP, Director, Manager), that carries a lot of weight. Make sure you highlight how you've helped
them achieve their biggest objectives and how that's made them your fan.

Question - 71:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at a time. That's
four slices a month. If the average slice of pizza is perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the slice is 30 square inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4). 
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Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average slice of pizza is six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 square inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million square feet of pizza a month.
