Don't spend a lot of time on this question; just try to stay focused on the job you're
interviewing for.
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Question - 8:
What are your strengths As Flotation Attendant?

This is one of the most common questions you will be asked. Give an answer relevant to the skills and qualities relevant to the position you are applying to. The
interviewer is trying to find if your strengths match the job. For example, if you are applying for ajob As Flotation Attendant where accuracy is an important issue,
one of your strengths could be that you have an eye for detail.

The hour hand, remember,
moves as well. That is, in addition to the minute hand. And so, at 3:15, the hour hand and the minute hand are not on top of each other. In fact, the hour hand has
moved a quarter of the way between the 3 and 4. This means it's moved a quarter of 30 degrees (360 degrees divided by 12 equals 30). So the answer, to be exact, is
seven and a half degrees (30 divided by four).

Then, you need to estimate the composition of the Chrysler
building. Isit mostly steel? Concrete? How much would those components weigh per square inch? Remember the extra step: find out whether you're considering the
building totally empty or with office furniture, people, etc. If you're including the contents, you might have to add 20 percent or so to the building's weight.
