If you're current employer is downsizing, remain
positive and brief. If your employer fired you, prepare a solid reason. Under no circumstance should you discuss any drama or negativity, always remain positive.

Nothing says "hire me" better than a track record of achieving amazing results in past jobs As Load-Out Supervisor, so don't be shy when answering this interview
question! A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the interviewer with
background context (e.g., "In my last job as a Load-Out Supervisor, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the bulk of your time describing
what you actually did (the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined the process, which saved my group 10 man-hours
each month and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

Answers should be positive, and not generic.

A great example answer for this question is "l aways do my best in everything, including my job. | take pride in my success, and | aso want the
company for which | work to be successful. Being affiliated with a company that is known for its excellence is very important to me."

For example, if you're applying to marketing, collaboration could mean
discussing new ways of social media advertising to reach an audience of over amillion people to strengthen the brand awareness of the company.

It's good to be persistent, but not overbearing. Everyone will face rejection at some point in their life, so at some point you'll have to take no for an answer but then
learn why you were turned down.

This will drive home
the point that you are a talented medical assistant and would be a valuable part of the team As Load-Out Supervisor.

Thisis a process guesstimate where the interviewer wants to know if you know what to ask. First, you would find out the dimensions of the building (height, weight,
depth). This will allow you to determine the volume of the building. Does it taper at the top? (Yes.) Then, you need to estimate the composition of the Chrysler
building. Isit mostly steel? Concrete? How much would those components weigh per square inch? Remember the extra step: find out whether you're considering the
building totally empty or with office furniture, people, etc. If you're including the contents, you might have to add 20 percent or so to the building's weight.

If not, say that it can depend on the details of the
job. Then give awide range.

Do you have any question regarding this job As Load-Out Supervisor?

OR Sir, | would like to have my
feedback, so that | can analyze and improve my strengths and rectify my shortcomings.

Question - 43:
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four dices amonth. If the average dlice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the slice is 30 square inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 sguare inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average slice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 square inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million sgquare feet of pizzaamonth.

Y ou will now have the chance to demonstrate that you've done your research, so reply mentioning al the positive
things you have found out about the organisation and its sector etc. This means you'll have an enjoyable work environment and stability of employment etc -
everything that brings out the best in you.
