Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.

Other than that, it's often hard to learn about the department so you can turn the table
back on them by asking questions to learn about it.

This question is designed to see if you can rise the occasion. Y ou want to discuss how you are the type to battle competition strongly and then you need to cite an
exampleif possible of your past work experience where you were able to do so.
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Question - 65:
How do you think | rate as an interviewer?

For instance, "I'm slow in adapting to change" is not a wise answer, since change is par for
the course in most work environments. Avoid calling attention to any weakness that's one of the critical qualities the hiring manager is looking for. And don't try the
old "I'm aworkaholic," or "I'm a perfectionist.
