Depending on what's more important for the the role, you'll want to choose an example that showcases your project management skills (spearheading a project from
end to end, juggling multiple moving parts) or one that shows your ability to confidently and effectively rally a team. And remember: "The best stories include
enough detail to be believable and memorable,". Show how you were aleader in this situation and how it represents your overall leadership experience and potential.
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Question - 53:
What features of your previous jobs have you disliked?
Ans:

It's easy to talk about what you liked about your job in an interview, but you need to be careful when responding to questions about the downsides of your last
position. When you're asked at a job interview about what you didn't like about your previous job, try not to be too negative. Y ou don't want the interviewer to think
that you'll speak negatively about this job or the company should you eventually decide to move on after they have hired you.

The key is to learn why you reacted that way and to focus not on the
problem but HOW to resolve it. Another key component is to be aware of your emotional response so that you can learn to contral it in the future in acalm way.
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Question - 68:
Describe atypical work week for this position In WellStar Kennestone Hospital ?

Ans:

Interviewers expect a candidate for employment to discuss what they do while they are working in detail. Before you answer, consider the position In WellStar
Kennestone Hospital you are applying for and how your current or past positions relate to it. The more you can connect your past experience with the job opening, the
more successful you will be at answering the questions.
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Question - 69:
What are your salary expectations In WellStar Kennestone Hospital ?

Ans:

This question is like a loaded gun, tricky and dangerous if you're not sure what you are doing. It's not uncommon for people to end up talking salary before really
salling their skills, but knowledge is power as this is a negotiation after all. Again, this is an area where doing your research will be helpful as you will have an
understanding of average salary.

One approach is asking the interviewer about the salary range, but to avoid the question entirely, you can respond that money isn't a key factor and you're goal is to
advance in your career. However, if you have a minimum figure in mind and you believe you're able to get it, you may find it worth trying.
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
