Specia demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job As Clerk Human Resources (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to
temperature extremes, prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

They want to see that you can
be ateam player.
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Question - 70:
How long will it take for you to make a significant contribution?

First define significant contribution - once you do that - lay out a timeline plan in which you think you can achieve that.
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Question - 71:
Why do you want to work As Clerk Human Resources for this organisation?

Ans:

Being unfamiliar with the organisation will spoil your chances with 75% of interviewers, according to one survey, so take this chance to show you have done your
preparation and know the company inside and out. Y ou will now have the chance to demonstrate that you've done your research, so reply mentioning al the positive
things you have found out about the organisation and its sector etc. This means you'll have an enjoyable work environment and stability of employment etc -
everything that brings out the best in you.
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
