Question - 6:
Can you tell me alittle about yourself?

Ans:

This question seems simple, so many people fail to prepare for it, but it's crucial. Here's the deal: Don't give your complete employment (or personal) history
Regarding Trouble Shooter Pipe Line. Instead give a pitch-one that's concise and compelling and that shows exactly why you're the right fit for the job. Start off with
the 2-3 specific accomplishments or experiences that you most want the interviewer to know about, then wrap up talking about how that prior experience has
positioned you for this specific role.

Summary objective of the job: List the general responsibilities and descriptions of key tasks and their purpose, relationships with customers, coworkers, and others,
and the results expected of incumbent employees.

Qudlifications: State the education, experience, training, and technical skills necessary for entry into thisjob.

Special demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job Regarding Trouble Shooter Pipe Line (for example, heavy lifting, exposure
to temperature extremes, prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

Question - 59:
Are you planning to continue your studies and training Regarding Trouble Shooter Pipe Line?

Answering in terms of "I plan on continuing my studies in the technology field," when offered a question from a technology firm makes sense. Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
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Question - 60:
What's your salary history?
Ans:

When you are interviewing for a new job, it is common practice for the company to ask you about your salary history. | typically want to know what the candidate's
base salary is, if they receive any bonus, the average bonus amount, and any additional compensation or perks, such as 500k matching, stock grants or stock options,
paid time off and how much they are required to pay towards their medical premiums.
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Question - 61:
Describe to me the position Regarding Trouble Shooter Pipe Line you're applying for?

Thisisa"homework" question, too, but it also gives some clues as to the perspective the person brings to the table. The best preparation you can do is to read the job
description and repeat it to yourself in your own words so that you can do this smoothly at the interview.
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Question - 62:
What do you know about the company?

Ans:

Any candidate can read and regurgitate the company's "About" page. So, when interviewers ask this, they aren't necessarily trying to gauge whether you understand
the mission-they want to know whether you care about it. Start with one line that shows you understand the company's goals, using a couple key words and phrases
from the website, but then go on to make it personal. Say, "I'm personally drawn to this mission because..." or "I really believe in this approach because..." and share a
personal example or two.
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Question - 63:
Rate yourself on ascale of 10?
Ans:

If you truly believe you're a 10, you better be able to explain why with examples/ stories. If you believe you're a great contributor and have room to grow, say 8 or 9.
If you're below that, explain what you would do to improve yourself to get the ranking you believe you can be.
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Question - 64:
How would you observe the level of motivation of your subordinates?
Ans:

Choosing the right metrics and comparing productivity of everyone on daily basis is a good answer, doesn't matter in which company you apply for a supervisory
role.
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
