If you give the interviewer some other job the
interviewer may get concerned that you'll get dissatisfied with the position if you're hired. Again, don't be specific. A good response could be, "A job where my work
ethic and abilities are recognized and I can make a meaningful difference to the organization."

Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.

What do you look for in terms of culture -- structured or entrepreneurial?

Ans:
A good answer is to discuss the importance of having both elements in a company As Taster Food. Structure is good to maintain a focus on priorities and making sure
people are productive but having an entrepreneurial spirit can help cultivate new ideas that can truly help the company.
