Question - 3:
Tell me about yourself?

Ans:
There are some questions that your potential employer aren't allowed to ask (but trust me, they probably want to). For instance, they shouldn't really ask about your
family or how far away you live from your potential place of employment. If you can find a way to answer these questions anyway (with the answers they want to
hear), that will give them a little added info to help them make the (right) decision!

Question - 5:
What critical component of this position In Airport Customer Service makes the work challenging?

Ans:
Heading information: This should include job title, pay grade or range, reporting relationship (by position, not individual), hours or shifts, and the likelihood of
overtime or weekend work. 
Summary objective of the job: List the general responsibilities and descriptions of key tasks and their purpose, relationships with customers, coworkers, and others,
and the results expected of incumbent employees. 
Qualifications: State the education, experience, training, and technical skills necessary for entry into this job. 
Special demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job In Airport Customer Service (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to
temperature extremes, prolonged standing, or travel). 
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Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

What education or training have you had that makes you fit for this profession In Airport Customer Service?

For example, "In one month, I streamlined the process, which saved my
group 10 man-hours each month and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

Sure, if you get the job, you (or
your new employer) might decide there's a better starting place, but having an answer prepared will show the interviewer where you can add immediate impact-and
that you're excited to get started.

And remember: "The best stories include
enough detail to be believable and memorable,". Show how you were a leader in this situation and how it represents your overall leadership experience and potential.

After all, don't you want to
invest your energy and time with a company that is going to continue to be successful and one that will help you grow?

Discuss the situation, your reaction and steps you took to resolve it and the
outcome.
