Research the business ahead of time
and become familiar with its mission and values. Take the time to figure out how your persona qualities fit the needs of the business and use that fit to provide your
answer.

Do you have any question regarding this job As Radio Division Officer?

Try to ask more about the company to show how early you can make a contribution to your
organization like. "Sir, with your kind permission | would like to know more about induction and developmental programs?' OR Sir, | would like to have my
feedback, so that | can analyze and improve my strengths and rectify my shortcomings.

One approach is asking the interviewer about the salary range, but to avoid the question entirely, you can respond that money isn't a key factor and you're goal is to
advance in your career. However, if you have a minimum figure in mind and you believe you're able to get it, you may find it worth trying.

You can cite personal life changes, work place changes, career changes, technology change, industry change. The key is to discuss how seeing or experiencing that
change has helped your development.

If you are, describe it through a story / experience that you had. If you aren't, then explain why you're not. If the job role asks for you to be aggressive/not aggressive
and you're the opposite of it, explain how you would develop that characteristic.

Ans:

Describe how you manage people, time, money and energy in the most effective manner to achieve the best return of that investment.
