Specia demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job Regarding MAN (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to temperature
extremes, prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

Don't try to sugarcoat the answer by listing something ambitious as a fear, unless you truly mean it (for example: | fear being a great leader) - Share your real fears
but discuss how you would overcome them.
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Question - 47:
What do you know about this company?
Ans:

Research the company on Google by searching recent news (to remain current on them) and their website. Make sure you understand their products / services, vision,
competitive differentiators, and work culture.
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Question - 48:
What's been your biggest success to date?

Ans:

Talk about a story / experience about how you achieved success and be sure to share details on the results and outcome. Have it highlight a strong characteristic such
as leadership, work ethic and so forth.
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Question - 49:
How meticulous are you with details?

Ans:

Being detailed is important for many types of job roles. Typically you want to highlight how you've done that in previous roles. Example: "Being meticulous is
important to me. In my last job, | had to count the money in the register as a cashier to make sure it matched to the receipts down to the last penny." This was to
ensure there wasn't any "wrongdoing" at the company by any of the cashiers and | was always accurate in my reports.
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Question - 50:
Describe atime where you've failed and bounced back?
Ans:

Share a story to describe this. For example: "I accidentally made the mistake of telling a customer | could deliver on a solution set on a certain date and then later
found out our business partner couldn't do it on that time. | learned that | shouldn't rush into important decisions and promises like this and that | should always check
with my counterparts first before committing to a statement of work."
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Question - 51:
Have you ever mentored anyone before? If yes, describe the situation?

Ans:
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Describe atime where you've hel ped someone else. Mentor ships can be informal so as you've helped someone over a period of time that can certainly count. The key
isto highlight how you utilized certain skillg/attributes like coaching, teaching, patience, communication skills, and so forth to mentor that person.
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Question - 52:
What's the least rewarding work you've ever done and why?
Ans:

Describe work you've done that you feel doesn't take advantage of your full potential. For example, "I once had to make paper copies for my job and | feel it didn't
take full advantage of my skills. However, it did teach me to be humble in my work and to appreciate a good opportunity when it arose to use my skills"
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Question - 53:
How do you prioritize your work initiatives Regarding MAN?
Ans:

Discuss how you prioritize your work initiatives based on the company initiatives. For example, if you're in customer service discuss how you're focused on
providing the best customer experience.
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Question - 54:
If | talked to your three biggest fans, who would they be and why?
Ans:

If you can reference three professionals with executive titles (CXO, VP, Director, Manager), that carries alot of weight. Make sure you highlight how you've helped
them achieve their biggest objectives and how that's made them your fan.
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Question - 55:

What do you expect to be earning in 5 years Regarding MAN?

Ans:

Discuss how you expect yourself to be excellent at your job. Thus, it would be reasonable to expect pay that is based on the merit of your work.
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Question - 56:
What do you look for in terms of culture -- structured or entrepreneurial ?
Ans:

A good answer is to discuss the importance of having both elements in a company Regarding MAN. Structure is good to maintain a focus on priorities and making
sure people are productive but having an entrepreneurial spirit can help cultivate new ideas that can truly help the company.
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Question - 57:
Was there a person in your career who really made a difference?

Ans:

If you can't think of one, you need to get a mentor QUICKLY! Mentors can come in the form of peers, family members, co-workers, management / leaders at a
company and so on.
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Question - 58:
What do you like to do?
Ans:

Discuss your passions Regarding MAN. Ideally if it's work related that's fantastic! If not, talk about your academic / extracurricular passions and WHY you enjoy
them. For example: | love playing sports because of the team work aspect - it's fun winning together! (This example shows you're ateam player)
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Question - 59:
What is your personal mission statement?
Ans:

Isit to conquer the world? Is it to become a CEO? Is it to give back to the community? Is it to inspire others? Define your statement by stating a clear vision of how
you want to make an impact on the world with your work.
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Question - 60:
What is your greatest fear?

Ans:
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We all have fears. It's okay to discuss them. Just don't dive too deeply into them. Discuss how you would work to overcome your fears. Y ou don't want to seem weak.
Y ou want to acknowledge it's out there but that you'll be able to work through it.
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Question - 61:

Who are your heroes?

Ans:

Have at least one person you consider a hero or role model. Be ready to explain why they are a hero to you and how they've inspired you to be a better person.
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Question - 62:
Does your boss know you're here today?
Ans:

Usually, you probably haven't told your boss for obvious reasons. So it's ok to say that they do not. Y ou don't want to upset the balance at your current job after all
and nothing is guaranteed in an interview. The interviewer should understand this stance.
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Question - 63:

In what areas do you think you will need guidance?

Ans:

Think about what you need to learn going into the job. Skill sets, industry knowledge, relationship building, team dynamics. Which areas are ones you're lacking?
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Question - 64:
How will you approach learning this "new" job Regarding MAN?
Ans:

Interview peers and |eaders/managers, read industry news, practice the skill sets needed, absorb information on the job as much as possible.
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Question - 65:
Rate yourself on a scale of 10?
Ans:

If you truly believe you're a 10, you better be able to explain why with examples/ stories. If you believe you're a great contributor and have room to grow, say 8 or 9.
If you're below that, explain what you would do to improve yourself to get the ranking you believe you can be.
