Question - 1:
How do you think you might fit this position In DSS Research?

Ans:

An important part of research before the interview is what the company does and how the job role relates to that. This includes the company philosophy and working
methods. Questions such as this seek to find out how a candidate will fit into the organisation In DSS Research. Answer positively; including practical examples of
how you anticipate you would perform in the new role.

Everyone hasfailed, so don't play dumb or claim you've never messed up In DSS Research. Think of atime when awork-related situation didn't turn out quite as you
had hoped. An interviewer is interested in seeing how you took responsibility for your failure, what you learned from it, and how you would prevent similar failures
from happening again.

If it iswarm it is controlled by the switch you
turned ON and OFF. If it is cold, it is controlled by the switch you never turned on.

Bad Answer: Candidates who are unable to answer the question, or give an answer that is far above market. Shows that they have not done research on the market
rate, or have unreasonabl e expectations.
Good answer: A number or range that falls within the market rate and matches their level of mastery of skills required to do the job.
