Specia demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job At ReedTMS (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to temperature extremes,
prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

You simply can't lie and say you don't have one; you can't trick the interviewer by
offering up a personal weakness At ReedTM S that is really a strength (" Sometimes, | work too much and don't maintain a work-life balance."); and you shouldn't be
so honest that you throw yourself under the bus (*'I'm not amorning person so I'm working on getting to the office on time.")
