But | really wanted the big
players - so | wouldn't take no for an answer. | kept going back to them every time there was a new company on board, or some new value proposition. Eventually,
many of them actually said "yes" - the program turned out to be so great that we doubled our attendees from the year before. A lot of people might have given up after
thefirst rejection, but it's just not in my nature. If | know something is possible, | have to keep trying until | get it.

What are your salary expectations As Counsellor Camp?

One approach is asking the interviewer about the salary range, but to avoid the question entirely, you can respond that money isn't a key factor and you're god is to
advance in your career. However, if you have a minimum figure in mind and you believe you're able to get it, you may find it worth trying.

Start with one line that shows you understand the company's goals, using a couple key words and phrases
from the website, but then go on to make it personal. Say, "I'm personally drawn to this mission because..." or "I really believe in this approach because..." and share a
personal example or two.

Hiring managers want to know that you not only have some background on the company, but that you're able to think critically
about it and come to the table with new ideas. So, come with new ideas! What new features would you love to see? How could the company increase conversions?
How could customer service be improved? You don't need to have the company's four-year strategy figured out, but do share your thoughts, and more importantly,
show how your interests and expertise would lend themselves to the job.

(e.g., "l think a great starter project would be diving into your email marketing campaigns and setting up atracking system for them.") Sure, if you get the job, you (or
your new employer) might decide there's a better starting place, but having an answer prepared will show the interviewer where you can add immediate impact-and
that you're excited to get started.

Don't talk about previous experience that is
not related to the position in question. If you don't have specific career related experience speak about prior experience that has helped you develop the specific
knowledge and skills required for the position you are applying for.
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Question - 30:
Do you consider yourself successful?

Ans:

Y ou should always answer yes to this question. Briefly explain why without going on and on. If you communicate that you're more successful than you really are you
may come off as arrogant or unrealistic. A goof explanation is that you have set professional goals and that you have met some of these goals and are on track to meet
more in the near future.

What do you know about our company?

Ans:

Y ou always want to make sure that you're pretty familiar with the company that you're interviewing with. Nothing looks worse than a candidate who knows nothing
about the company they say they're interested in working for. Find out everything you can about the company, its culture and its goals. Y ou will also want to know
how the company is positioned in its market as well aswho its major competitors are.

Here being specific is probably not the best approach. You may consider responding, "I hope a very long time." Or "As long as we're both happy with my
performance."

Provide several reasons including skills, experience and interest. If you can show how you've been successful in a similar career field or job position that will go
aong way to helping the interviewer believe you'll also be successful at this new job.

Ans:

Be completely honest and thoughtful with this one. Y ou don't want to wake up one to find out that you're moving to a new city or state and it may be amajor factor in
your eligibility for employment. But again, if you don't want to move then the job probably isn't for you.

Do you have any blind spots?

Ans:

This question is often meant to trick candidates since acknowledgment of blind spots would indicate they were aware of them. Also, do not disclose bad habits or
other personal concerns.

Explain what are your strengths As Counsellor Camp?

Bad Answer: Candidate is unprepared for question or only gives generic answers.

Good answer: The consensusis to go for quality, not quantity here. Candidates should give a short list of strengths, and back each one up with examples that illustrate
the strength. Also, they should explain how these strengths will be useful in the job you're applying for, and use this question to say something interesting about
themselves.

Explain what are your weaknesses As Counsellor Camp?

Red flags: Thisisthe peanut butter to the previous question's jelly. Again, everyone should expect it, so it's a bad sign if someone seems totally unprepared, or gives a
stock answer like, "I'm a perfectionist.” Also, of course, candidates crazy enough to blurt out some horrible personality trait should go in the red flagged pile.

Good answer: Candidates should talk about a real weakness they've been working on improving. For instance, they're not good at public speaking, but they've been
taking a course to help them improve. Or maybe they feel that they're easily distracted when working online, but have installed software that hel ps them stay on task.
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Answers like these show a desire for improvement, self awareness and discipline.
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Question - 38:
How much are you willing to sacrifice to be successful at work As Counsellor Camp?
Ans:

With anything comes sacrifice. The questions is how much of it are you willing to sacrifice with regards to work life balance, stress, etc?

If you have multiple projects on your plate, how do you handle completing them on time?
Ans:

Prioritize based on business importance. Set clear timelines for each so that you know which ones to knock out first. Get your teammates to help if necessary.

Ans:

We adl have difficult decisionsin our lives. Show how you were able to arrive at it and then how you decisively acted.

If possible, cite role models you're truly passionate about - passion is contagious and will show you're being genuine. If the role model is in the same or similar
industry as the company in an executive level position, even better.

Think about what you bring to the table that you truly believe is unique - the easiest way to do is to think of your own personal stories that demonstrate your work
ethic, skills, and dedication. Most people have some or all of those skills, but the unique stories are what make people stand out in interviews.

Question - 43:
What type of mentors do you seek out and why?
Ans:

Think of your top 3 mentors and what attributes they exhibit that you want to emulate. Common attributes include passion, desire, will, leadership, ability to influence
others, intelligence.

Ans:

Think back to the classes that either resonated with your passion or truly helped you to develop skills that you believe will help you in your career. Talk about those.

What types of books or magazines do you typically read?

Describe both your personal and professiona favorites. If you happen to like professional books / magazines that relate to the industry of the company you're
applying for - that's definitely worth highlighting.

What is your perception of taking on risk?
Ans:

You answer depends on the type of company you're interviewing for. If it's a start up, you need to be much more open to taking on risk. If it's a more established
company, calculated risks to increase / improve the business or minimal risks would typically be morein line.

Do you value recognition or pay more? Why?

Ans:

Either preference is fine, but just remember you have to be able to explain why. If you say recognition, then back that up by describing how achievement really
carries weight with you and how you like to feel valued in the work that you do because it validates that you're helping your teammates / customers and so forth. If
you choose money, you can also explain that is important to you as validation and you can highlight how money is important to you because of your goals (financial
security, providing for your family, and so forth). The key isto be authentic with your answer. However, if you say you value pay more because you're greedy - know
that doesn't align usually to most company's values/vision.
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Question - 48:
Describe what a bad work environment would look like to you As Counsellor Camp?

Ans:

There could be a multitude of things to discuss here: Business ethics (wrongdoing), inconsiderate teammates, non-supportive management, a product that does not do
what you're promising customers and so forth.

Question - 49:
What will your ramp time be before you become a meaningful contributor?
Ans:

Companies want staff that can ramp quickly, but also want people who are realistic. So take into consideration how intense the job is and then give a good answer.
For example, if you have simple responsibilities that don't require a huge development curve, then your ramp time will probably be shorter. If it's a complex set of
skills that you need to develop, then your ramp time could be longer - the key is you have to explain why you believe that ramp time should be.

Give me an example of when you competed hard and won?

Y ou can reference many different areas here when discussing a story of where you won in competition: Work experience (ideal), sports, clubs, classes, projects.

So discuss just afew things you can multi-task
well on - for example: "I'm good at multi tasking between work email and working on projects As Counsellor Camp and the reason it because I'm good at prioritizing
my work emails.

How open are you to relocation?
Ans:

If you're not, then say you're not. Don't lie about it just to get the job. There's no point if you won't move for the job anyway and lying is unethical. If you are open to
relocation As Counsellor Camp, let them know which areas you'd be willing to relocate to.
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Question - 54:
What general trends do you see in our industry?
Ans:

Examine what's happened in the industry in the last 5 - 10 years and how it's evolved and then look at what both the company and analysts are saying about the future
of that industry in which that company competes in. Read trade magazines/ online sources in that industry as well to make sure you stay up to date on trends.
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Question - 55:
What other jobs are you applying for As Counsellor Camp?

Ans:
If you're applying with other similar companiesin asimilar or the sameindustry, it's actually okay to state that asit shows you're valued and wanted.
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Question - 56:
If | talked to your three biggest fans, who would they be and why?

Ans:

If you can reference three professionals with executive titles (CXO, VP, Director, Manager), that carries alot of weight. Make sure you highlight how you've helped
them achieve their biggest objectives and how that's made them your fan.
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Question - 57:
What are your thoughts about working from home?
Ans:

This is a new policy some companies are adopting. If the company you are interviewing for alows for it, then you should be thankful for the flexibility and
convenience yet state that working from home is a privilege that you would honor. The key point you want to make is that you would still be able to focus and be just
as productive working at home.

Question - 58:

What are the goals you've set for yourself?

Ans:

Y ou could discuss your goals with regards to these categories: Career goals, impact you want to leave on society, financial goals, academic goals, charitable goals.
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Question - 59:
If you had to choose one, would you consider yourself a big-picture person or a detail-oriented person?

Ans:

Both are important. You need to stress that. However, if you could only choose one, ask yourself As Counsellor Camp - do you like to be "in the weeds" with your
work, or do you want to be the one painting the vision?
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Question - 60:
Was there a person in your career who really made a difference?
Ans:

If you can't think of one, you need to get a mentor QUICKLY! Mentors can come in the form of peers, family members, co-workers, management / leaders at a
company and so on.
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Question - 61:
What do you like to do?
Ans:

Discuss your passions As Counsellor Camp. Ideally if it's work related that's fantastic! If not, talk about your academic / extracurricular passions and WHY you enjoy
them. For example: | love playing sports because of the team work aspect - it's fun winning together! (This example shows you're ateam player)
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Question - 62:
What is your greatest achievement outside of work As Counsellor Camp?
Ans:

Thisis a great opportunity for you to discuss how you've given back to the community, how you've achieved in a competitive extracurricular activity (think sports or
clubs), how you've mentored others, and so forth.

Question - 63:
What are the qualities of agood leader As Counsellor Camp? A bad |leader?
Ans:

A good leader provides constructive criticism, motivates and inspires, coaches the mentee to be successful with their set of skills, and encourages them to push
themselves. A bad leader only cares about his/her own interests and does not ook out for the success of his/her staff.

Tell me the difference between good and exceptional ?

Ans:
Good gets the job done on time and is high quality. Exceptional is a game changer - it stands out, it's creative, it's above and beyond expectations. Tell the interviewer
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a story about how you were exceptional.

What would you do if you won the lottery?

Ans:

The interviewer is asking this question to find out what your true passion is. Ideally it aligns to the type of work you're interviewing for. If not, tie it back in terms of
how it relates to the job, for example, "I believe I'll learn the necessary skillsin thisjob to pursue my passion later onin life."
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Question - 66:
How did you find out about thisjob As Counsellor Camp? What do you know about the job?

Ans:

Possible ways to find out about the job:
Online website listing, friend, professional referral, mentor, career fairs, networking events. Y ou should know about the roles and responsibilities of the job and what
they're looking for. Make sure you read up on that online beforehand or ask the person that referred you.
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Question - 67:
What do you know about this department?
Ans:

One good way to find out about the department isto try to "informally" interview the existing employees over coffee (outside of the office) if possible. It's hard if you
don't have any connections there, but if you do a great way to learn about it. Other than that, it's often hard to learn about the department so you can turn the table
back on them by asking questions to learn about it.
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Question - 68:
Why did you choose your major in college or tech school ?
Ans:

People usually choose their major based on their passions or the career path they want to head towards.
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Question - 69:
What is the most important quality a supervisor should have?
Ans:

The ability to inspire/ lead ateam towards one common vision.

Question - 70:
How much time do you need to join the organization As Counsellor Camp?
Ans:

You should be able to join it right away, barring plans you've aready made (family travel, vacation, other obligations). The key is to simply be open in
communication of what's already committed on your schedule. Most companies are accommodating. If they are not, weight the importance of joining that company
vs. your plans.
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Question - 71:
Areyou aggressive?
Ans:

If you are, describe it through a story / experience that you had. If you aren't, then explain why you're not. If the job role asks for you to be aggressive/not aggressive
and you're the opposite of it, explain how you would develop that characteristic.

How do you ensure all of your work gets accomplished in a productive manner?

Ans:
The key isto prioritize what's important in your work and to stay organized to accomplish the tasks. A strong work ethic also helps.
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Question - 73:
What was the biggest professional risk you have taken and what was the outcome?

Ans:
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First discuss how you weighed the pros and cons of the risk and the results you'd believe you could achieve. Then discuss the action plan you put into place for it and
outline that step by step. Then discuss the outcome and if it wasn't optimal talk about what you would do differently in hindsight.
