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Question - 7:
How would you estimate the weight of the Chrysler building?

Ans:

Thisis a process guesstimate where the interviewer wants to know if you know what to ask. First, you would find out the dimensions of the building (height, weight,
depth). This will allow you to determine the volume of the building. Does it taper at the top? (Yes.) Then, you need to estimate the composition of the Chrysler
building. Isit mostly steel? Concrete? How much would those components weigh per square inch? Remember the extra step: find out whether you're considering the
building totally empty or with office furniture, people, etc. If you're including the contents, you might have to add 20 percent or so to the building's weight.

Ans:

If you have a professional network, discuss it detail (# of contacts, people you know, their positions and what you've learned from them or how you've worked with
them). If you don't have one, discuss how you would develop one (career fairs, networking events for that industry, through your existing friends, etc)
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Question - 52:
If | talked to your three biggest fans, who would they be and why?
Ans:

If you can reference three professionals with executive titles (CXO, VP, Director, Manager), that carries alot of weight. Make sure you highlight how you've helped
them achieve their biggest objectives and how that's made them your fan.
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Question - 53:
What would you do if our competitor offered you a position Regarding Movie Projectionist?
Ans:

| would weigh the offer and consider it, however, this company and thisroleis my first choice.
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Question - 54:
If you had to choose one, would you consider yourself a big-picture person or a detail-oriented person?
Ans:

Both are important. Y ou need to stress that. However, if you could only choose one, ask yourself Regarding Movie Projectionist - do you like to be "in the weeds"
with your work, or do you want to be the one painting the vision?
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Question - 55:
What are you most proud of ?
Ans:

Y ou should be proud of al your achievements Regarding Movie Projectionist! We just don't have time to hear them all as interviewers most likely. Focus on 1 really
good achievement that showcases characteristics like the following: Integrity, competitiveness, resourcefulness, intelligence, persistence, and so forth.
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Question - 56:
What kind of car do you drive?

Ans:
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The only time this might matter is if the job requires a certain type of car because of the responsihilities. For example, if you need to load a lot of construction
materialsinto your car, you'll probably need atruck.
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Question - 57:
What's the last book you read?

Ans:
Try to talk about a book related to the industry, for example, if you're applying for arole related to business, cite a business book.
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Question - 58:
What do you see yourself doing within the first 30 days of thisjob?

Ans:

Typically the first 30 days are designed for you to learn as much as possible Regarding Movie Projectionist. Work hard to get to know your teammates, how they
work together, and how you can make the biggest impact.
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Question - 59:
What do you know about this department?

Ans:

One good way to find out about the department isto try to "informally" interview the existing employees over coffee (outside of the office) if possible. It's hard if you
don't have any connections there, but if you do a great way to learn about it. Other than that, it's often hard to learn about the department so you can turn the table
back on them by asking questions to learn about it.
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Question - 60:
How do you take "No" for an answer?

Ans:

Y ou want to be persistent enough to understand why someone is saying no so that you could potentially convince them otherwise with a sound reason. However, if
they are still saying "no" to you, then you need to humbly accept their position and move on.
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Question - 61:
What is the difference between abig ego and a healthy ego?

Ans:

"Ego" should be replaced by confidence. It's good to be confident as it shows that you know what you're doing. However, a big ego is when confidence spirals out of
control and you become arrogant.
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Question - 62:
How do you decide what to delegate and to whom?

Ans:

Identify the strengths of your team members and their availability based on the priorities they have on their plate. From there, invest the tasks upon each member
based on where you think you'll get the best return.
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Question - 63:
Tell me about atime when you were held accountable for a problem that you hadn't caused?

Ans:

If someone puts the blame on you (incorrectly), the best thing you can do is NOT to retdiate. Y ou want to make it known that you were not to blame (explain al the
facts) and then focus on fixing the problem in the best way possible.
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Question - 64:
Think about the changes you have seen and tell me how you handle change?

Ans:

You can cite personal life changes, work place changes, career changes, technology change, industry change. The key is to discuss how seeing or experiencing that
change has helped your development. For example, the recent changes in social media has broadened my horizons and helped me learn new forms of efficient
marketing.
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Question - 65:
Are you aggressive?
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Ans:

If you are, describe it through a story / experience that you had. If you aren't, then explain why you're not. If the job role asks for you to be aggressive/not aggressive
and you're the opposite of it, explain how you would develop that characteristic.
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Question - 66:
What kind of work interests you the most?

Ans:
Y ou can talk about what you're passionate about. What motivates you. What excites you.
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Question - 67:
How do you define arrogance? Are you arrogant?
Ans:

Arrogance is having an attitude of superiority beyond reason. Confidence is believing in yourself without being cocky. Y ou should not be arrogant.
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Question - 68:
Rate yourself on a scale of 10?

Ans:

If you truly believe you're a 10, you better be able to explain why with examples/ stories. If you believe you're a great contributor and have room to grow, say 8 or 9.
If you're below that, explain what you would do to improve yourself to get the ranking you believe you can be.
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
