* Choose an example that demonstrates the role you played in resolving the situation clearly

* Remain professional at all times - you need to demonstrate that you can keep a cool head and know how to communicate with people

Question - 2:
Tell us about atypical day at work. How doesiit start? What do you do?

Once the work site is secured, | verify that all tools and equipment are
adequate in supply. As soon as the work orders are delivered, | provide workers with security guidelines and carry out drills. During the workday, it is my duty to
monitor workers to ensure that they are working according to the enforced safety policies and that any problems or accidents are quickly addressed.

Start with one line that shows you understand the company's goals, using a couple key words and phrases
from the website, but then go on to make it personal. Say, "I'm personally drawn to this mission because...” or "I really believe in this approach because..." and share a
personal example or two.

You don't need to have the company's four-year strategy figured out, but do share your thoughts, and more importantly,
show how your interests and expertise would lend themselves to the job.

Ans:

When you are interviewing for a new job, it is common practice for the company to ask you about your salary history. | typically want to know what the candidate's
base salary is, if they receive any bonus, the average bonus amount, and any additional compensation or perks, such as 500k matching, stock grants or stock options,
paid time off and how much they are required to pay towards their medical premiums.

Don't spend a lot of time on this question; just try to stay focused on the job you're
interviewing for.

Make sure not to
brag as this will make it appear as that you're more concerned about your own performance and accomplishments than those of the team.

Tell us about a suggestion you have made that has benefited an organization you've worked for?

This is another opportunity to show the interviewer what you're capable of so make sure to be prepared for this type of question. Have an example ready and make
sure its an example of a suggestion you've made that was accepted and that have positive influence. If you can come up with an example that relates to the position
you're applying for that would be even better.

This question is trap. It is meant to see whether or not you'll speak poorly of an employer. No one wants to hire someone who's going to speak poorly of them down
theroad.

Good answer: The candidate can name specific skills, abilities or understandings they have that apply directly to the job that other candidates are unlikely to have, or
arein short supply.

Bad Answer: No solid answer, answers that don't align with what the job actually offers, or uninspired answers that show your position is just another of the many
jobs they're applying for.

Good answer: The candidate has clear reasons for wanting the job that show enthusiasm for the work and the position, and knowledge about the company and job.

The change in the business industry now requires you to have anew set of skills you have to learn, how do you react to that?

Think of your top 3 mentors and what attributes they exhibit that you want to emulate. Common attributes include passion, desire, will, leadership, ability to influence
others, intelligence.

Ans:

Think of Iessons learned in extra curricular activities, in clubs, in classes that had a profound impact on your persona development. For example, | had to lead ateam
of 5 people on a school project and learned to get people with drastically different personalities to work together as ateam to achieve our objective.

Ans:

What is your ideal working environment?

Ans:
Describe your ideal working environment. Do you like flexibility with work hours? Do you like working in a cubicle or independently? Do you like to be micro
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managed or empowered? Do you like to work on your own or in ateam? Do you like being driven by metricsin your role? How much responsibility do you want?

Question - 49:
Describe your vision of your perfect dream job?

Ans:

Ideally, the role you're applying for either isthat dream job or will help you get to it. If it's going to help you get there, describe the elements of that job role that you
are passionate about so that it ties to the vision of what your dream job is. Be honest and talk about the type of work environment, management team / leadership,
coworkers, culture, vision and products/services you'd like your dream job to entail.

Question - 50:
Do you value recognition or pay more? Why?

Ans:

Either preference is fine, but just remember you have to be able to explain why. If you say recognition, then back that up by describing how achievement really
carries weight with you and how you like to feel valued in the work that you do because it validates that you're helping your teammates / customers and so forth. If
you choose money, you can aso explain that is important to you as validation and you can highlight how money is important to you because of your goals (financial
security, providing for your family, and so forth). The key isto be authentic with your answer. However, if you say you value pay more because you're greedy - know
that doesn't align usually to most company's values/vision.

If you could offer suggestions on how to improve our company, what would you say?
Ans:

Examine the trends of the company and also where there may be some weaknesses (news articles often document this on public companies or look at their
competitors to see how they're positioning it against them.) Then, once you have that knowledge, think creatively on how you could improve upon that weakness for
them.

Question - 52:
How do you feel about technology at the workplace in general ?

Ans:

It'sagreat enabler for us to collaborate better as ateam, for us to reach customers more efficiently and frequently and | believe it can help any company become more
efficient, leaner, and more productive.
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Question - 53:
How articulate are you in expressing your ideas?
Ans:

One of the best ways to answer this question is clearly articulate three points that demonstrate how articulate you are (and in a sense show that in a live setting) - for
example: "l would say I'm articulate because one, | typically gather my thoughts before speaking, two, | organize my thoughts well, and three I'm concise when
making a point.
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Question - 54:
How would you define success?
Ans:

Success is defined differently for everybody. Just make sure the parameters are defined by you with regards to work life balance, financial gain, career growth,
achievements, creating meaningful work / products and so forth. If you can clearly articulate what it means to you that is a strong answer.
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Question - 55:
Why should we give you this job Regarding Environmental when someone elseis equally qualified?
Ans:

Describe how you're unique, but make sure you tie it to the job responsibilities and how you would impact the company. For example, "I believe my unique
programming skills and experience in developing over 18 best selling iphone apps will help the company develop high quality applications faster than my
competitors"
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Question - 56:
If | talked to your three biggest fans, who would they be and why?
Ans:

If you can reference three professionals with executive titles (CXO, VP, Director, Manager), that carries alot of weight. Make sure you highlight how you've helped
them achieve their biggest objectives and how that's made them your fan.
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Question - 57:

What do you expect to be earning in 5 years Regarding Environmental ?

Ans:

Discuss how you expect yourself to be excellent at your job. Thus, it would be reasonable to expect pay that is based on the merit of your work.
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Question - 58:
Give me an example of how you handled pressure at work Regarding Environmental ?

Ans:

The company is looking to see if you can handle pressure well. Share with them an example where you were able to stay calm during a pressure filled situation
(perhaps it was a deadline, or there was an emergency with a customer occurring). Discuss the situation, your reaction and steps you took to resolve it and the
outcome.
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Question - 59:
What do you look for in terms of culture -- structured or entrepreneurial?
Ans:

A good answer is to discuss the importance of having both elements in a company Regarding Environmental. Structure is good to maintain a focus on priorities and
making sure people are productive but having an entrepreneurial spirit can help cultivate new ideas that can truly help the company.
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Question - 60:
What do you think of your previous boss?

Ans:
Do not belittle or talk badly of your last boss - it will come off as being petty. Instead, talk about the positive lessons you were able to learn from your last boss.
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Question - 61:
What negative thing would your last boss say about you?
Ans:

"He/She wouldn't say anything bad, but he/she may point out | could improve in a certain area, and |'ve taken steps to become better at those skills®

Question - 62:
There's no right or wrong answer, but if you could be anywhere in the world right now, where would you be?
Ans:

Just be honest about where you'd like to be - you never know - you may end up bonding with the interviewer with the location. However, you want to stress that you
want to work out of the location that you're interviewing for.

What would you do if you won the |ottery?
Ans:

The interviewer is asking this question to find out what your true passion is. Ideally it aligns to the type of work you're interviewing for. If not, tie it back in terms of
how it relates to the job, for example, "I believe I'll learn the necessary skillsin thisjob to pursue my passion later onin life."
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Question - 64:
Who are your heroes?

Ans:

Have at |east one person you consider a hero or role model. Be ready to explain why they are a hero to you and how they've inspired you to be a better person.

It should say the same thing - after al - if you think this salary isfair then it should suit the responsibilities!

Y ou should have good manners. Everyone should be treated with courtesy and respect.

How do you continue learning on adaily basis? Why is continuous improvement necessary Regarding Environmental ?
Ans:

You can learn on the job, through books and magazines, through social networks, blogs, seminars, mentors and so on. Continuous improvement is important because
the onething in life that is constant is change. And you have to continue to push yourself day in and day out to be the best.
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Question - 69:
How do you rate yourself in computer skills? Please describe the programs and software that you can use well?
Ans:

Ideally you want to able to type quickly, have the ability to effectively use Microsoft Office, and more importantly be able to quickly adapt to computer / technology
skills. More and more it's become an integral part of work. If the job doesn't require technology skills - then this question shouldn't be asked!
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Question - 70:
What have you done to prepare yourself to be a supervisor?

Ans:

1. Learn from current supervisors (best practices)

2. Mentor others

3. Be exceptionally good at your current job so that it builds your credibility
4. Have ahigh emotional 1Q
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Question - 71:

What aspect of supervision do you find the most difficult?

Ans:

Managing different personalities and keeping them focused on the goal at hand.
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Question - 72:
Are you aggressive?
Ans:

If you are, describe it through a story / experience that you had. If you aren't, then explain why you're not. If the job role asks for you to be aggressive/not aggressive
and you're the opposite of it, explain how you would develop that characteristic.
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Question - 73:
In what areas do you think you will need guidance?
Ans:

Think about what you need to learn going into the job. Skill sets, industry knowledge, relationship building, team dynamics. Which areas are ones you're lacking?

Question - 74:
Who has been an inspiration for you?

Ans:
Cite your role models (possible examples could be your parents, people successful in the industry, world leaders, etc)
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Question - 75:
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Rate yourself on a scale of 10?

Ans:

If you truly believe you're a 10, you better be able to explain why with examples/ stories. If you believe you're a great contributor and have room to grow, say 8 or 9.
If you're below that, explain what you would do to improve yourself to get the ranking you believe you can be.
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Question - 76:
How do you handle repetitive tasks?
Ans:

Some people enjoy it, others don't. Which are you? If you don't like it, can you at least do it well? And if you don't like it, be ready to explain why in a positive way
(i.e. your potentia isto do much more than simply be repetitive)
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Question - 77:
When was the last time something upset you at work? What did you do?

Ans:

Almost everyone has an emotional moment related to work at some point - you're not alone. The key is to learn why you reacted that way and to focus not on the
problem but HOW to resolve it. Another key component is to be aware of your emotional response so that you can learn to control it in the future in acalm way.
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Question - 78:

Do you know anyone working with this organization?

Ans:

It would be great if you did - then you could potentially use them as areferral if they thought highly of you.
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
