| can gauge the homes or apartments in which clients will be interested based solely upon the needs of their families. Finally, my organizational skills will alow me
to schedule appointments or showings confidently and arrive for them punctualy." This shows your interviewer that you have all of the skills necessary to become
successful not only for yourself, but also for your employer.
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Question - 51:
Why do you want to join our company?

Ans:

Thisisaquestion that is aimed at finding out whether you know enough about the company and the basic market. The best way to answer this question is to do some
research on the company and highlight its positive points.
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Question - 52:
Why were you fired?
Ans:

OK, if you get the admittedly much tougher follow-up question as to why you were let go (and the truth isn't exactly pretty), your best bet is to be honest (the
job-seeking world is small, after al). But it doesn't have to be a deal-breaker. Share how you've grown and how you approach your job and life now as aresult. If you
can position the learning experience as an advantage for this next job, even better.
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Question - 53:
Describe atypical work week for this position In Editor Manuscript?

Ans:

Interviewers expect a candidate for employment to discuss what they do while they are working in detail. Before you answer, consider the position In Editor
Manuscript you are applying for and how your current or past positions relate to it. The more you can connect your past experience with the job opening, the more
successful you will be at answering the questions.
