A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the
interviewer with background context (e.g., "In my last job as a Director Workforce Development, it was my role to manage the invoicing process'), but spend the
bulk of your time describing what you actually did (the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, “In one month, | streamlined the process, which
saved my group 10 man-hours each month and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

* 4. Enter the room. - If the light is ON, it is controlled by the switch you left ON. - If the light bulb is OFF, touch it. If it iswarm it is controlled by the switch you
turned ON and OFF. If it is cold, it is controlled by the switch you never turned on.
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Question - 14:
If you were an animal, which one would you want to be?

Ans:

Seemingly random personality-test type questions like these come up in interviews generally because hiring managers want to see how you can think on your feet.
There's no wrong answer here, but you'll immediately gain bonus points if your answer helps you share your strengths or personality or connect with the hiring
manager. Pro tip: Come up with a stalling tactic to buy yourself some thinking time, such as saying, "Now, that is agreat question. | think | would haveto say... "

you struggle with but that you're working to improve. For example, maybe you've never been strong at public speaking, but you've recently volunteered to run
meetings to help you be more comfortable when addressing a crowd.

It can be helpful to mention that a common
characteristic of all the jobs you are applying to is the opportunity to apply some critical abilities and skills that you possess. For example, you might say 'l am
applying for several positions with IT consulting firms where | can analyze client needs and translate them to development teams in order to find solutions to
technology problems.
