Top 13 Situational Interview Questions As Ship Fitter:

Ans:

Situational interviews As Ship Fitter are similar to behaviora interview questions - but they are focused on the future, and ask hypothetical questions, whereas
behavioral interview questionslook at the past.

The advantage is that employers can put all candidates in the same hypothetical situations, and compare their answers.
