Y our answer should be base on your person reasons, career aspirations
aswell as research you've performed on the company. The most important thing you should do is make sure to relate your answer to your long-term career goals.
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Question - 56:
Do you know anyone that works with our company?

Ans:

Sometimes companies have policies relating to the hiring of individuals related to current company employees. If you are related to anyone working for the company
make sure you're aware of company policies before you enter the interview. If you have a friend or acquaintance working for the company make sure have good
relationship with this individua before mentioning them.
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Question - 57:
Have you ever you have been in aposition As Xerox printer where you've had to fire someone? How did you feel about that experience?
