Specia demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job As Inspector Quality (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to temperature
extremes, prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsihilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasks in order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

Sure, if you get the job, you (or
your new employer) might decide there's a better starting place, but having an answer prepared will show the interviewer where you can add immediate impact-and
that you're excited to get started.

Answers should be positive, and not generic.
