What is your biggest weakness As Information Technology Partners?

No one likes to answer this question because it requires a very delicate balance. You simply can't lie and say you don't have one; you can't trick the interviewer by
offering up a personal weakness As Information Technology Partners that is realy a strength ("Sometimes, | work too much and don't maintain a work-life
balance."); and you shouldn't be so honest that you throw yourself under the bus (*1'm not a morning person so I'm working on getting to the office on time.")

What is your greatest professional achievement?
Ans:

Nothing says "hire me" better than a track record of achieving amazing results in past jobs As Information Technology Partners, so don't be shy when answering this
interview question! A great way to do so is by using the S-T-A-R method: Set up the situation and the task that you were required to complete to provide the
interviewer with background context (e.g., “In my last job as a Information Technology Partners, it was my role to manage the invoicing process"), but spend the
bulk of your time describing what you actually did (the action) and what you achieved (the result). For example, "In one month, | streamlined the process, which
saved my group 10 man-hours each month and reduced errors on invoices by 25%."

There's no wrong answer here, but you'll immediately gain bonus points if your answer helps you share your strengths or personality or connect with the hiring
manager. Pro tip: Come up with astalling tactic to buy yourself some thinking time, such as saying, "Now, that is a great question. | think | would haveto say... "

Interviewers expect a candidate for employment to discuss what they do while they are working in detail. Before you answer, consider the position As Information
Technology Partners you are applying for and how your current or past positions relate to it. The more you can connect your past experience with the job opening, the
more successful you will be at answering the questions.

Now is the time to ask about any reservations that the interviewer may have about
your suitability for therole. Y ou will then give yourself one last chance to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job.

Example Thank you. | think we have covered everything. Before we finish the interview | would like to take the opportunity to ask if you have any reservations
about my suitability for this role?

Trying to create competitive atmosphere, trying to motivate the team as awhole, organizing team building activities, building good relationships amongst people.

These are important for support workers. But they differ from the communication skills of a CEO or a desktop support technician. Communication must be adapted to
the special ways and needs of the clients. Workers must be able to not only understand and help their clients, but must project empathy and be a warm, humane
presencein their lives.

Question - 22:
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How would your friends describe you?

Ans:

My friends would probably say that I'm extremely persistent - I've never been afraid to keep going back until | get what | want. When | worked as a program
developer, recruiting keynote speakers for a major tech conference, | got one rejection after another - this was just the nature of the job. But | really wanted the big
players - so | wouldn't take no for an answer. | kept going back to them every time there was a new company on board, or some new value proposition. Eventualy,
many of them actually said "yes" - the program turned out to be so great that we doubled our attendees from the year before. A lot of people might have given up after
thefirst rejection, but it's just not in my nature. If | know something is possible, | have to keep trying until | get it.

Question - 23:
What are your salary expectations As Information Technology Partners?

Ans:

This question is like a loaded gun, tricky and dangerous if you're not sure what you are doing. It's not uncommon for people to end up talking salary before really
sdlling their skills, but knowledge is power as this is a negotiation after all. Again, this is an area where doing your research will be helpful as you will have an
understanding of average salary.

One approach is asking the interviewer about the salary range, but to avoid the question entirely, you can respond that money isn't a key factor and you're goal is to
advance in your career. However, if you have a minimum figure in mind and you believe you're able to get it, you may find it worth trying.

Question - 24:
What do you think we could do better or differently?
Ans:

This is a common one at startups. Hiring managers want to know that you not only have some background on the company, but that you're able to think critically
about it and come to the table with new ideas. So, come with new ideas! What new features would you love to see? How could the company increase conversions?
How could customer service be improved? You don't need to have the company's four-year strategy figured out, but do share your thoughts, and more importantly,
show how your interests and expertise would lend themselves to the job.

Why are you leaving your current job?

Ans:

This is a toughie, but one you can be sure you'll be asked. Definitely keep things positive-you have nothing to gain by being negative about your past employers.
Instead, frame things in a way that shows that you're eager to take on new opportunities and that the role you're interviewing for is a better fit for you than your
current or last position. For example, "1'd really love to be part of product development from beginning to end, and | know I'd have that opportunity here." And if you
were let go? Keep it smple: "Unfortunately, | waslet go," isatotally OK answer.

Here being specific is probably not the best approach. You may consider responding, "I hope a very long time." Or "As long as we're both happy with my
performance."

What is your philosophy towards work?

Ans:
Thisistypicaly a straightforward question that merits a straightforward answer. Do you have strong worth ethic? Will you do whatever it takes to make sure the job
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gets done? Just say so in your response. Keep it short, direct and positive.

How do you believe you would benefit our organization?

Ans:

Thisis agreat question that provides you the opportunity to put your best foot forward, to tell the interviewer why he or she should consider hiring you for the job.
Make sure you're well prepared for this question as you won't likely get a second chance to really shine.

What has disappointed you about a previous job?

Ans:

Again, this question could get you in trouble so tread carefully. Some good answers might be that your previous job didn't provide any room for growth, that you
were laid off due to a mandatory reduction in staff, that they closed their office in your state and required you to relocate, etc. Make sure not to mention anything
negative about the people you worked with, the company in general or the job itself.

Good answer: One that shows the candidate has thought about this question, has plans, and that those plans align with the job and a career path that is possible in the
company. Y ou want to see that this candidate is a good long term investment.

Why do you want to leave your current company As Information Technology Partners?

Ans:

Bad Answer: Complaining about or blaming their former job, boss or colleagues. Also, having no good reason.
Good answer: One that focuses on the positives about why the job they're applying for offers them better learning or career opportunities, chances for advancement,
aigns more closely to their long term goals, or is a better fit for them.

Question - 37:
What isyour desired salary As Information Technology Partners?

Ans:

Bad Answer: Candidates who are unable to answer the question, or give an answer that is far above market. Shows that they have not done research on the market
rate, or have unreasonabl e expectations.
Good answer: A number or range that falls within the market rate and matches their level of mastery of skills required to do the job.

Your client is upset with you for a mistake you made, how do you react?
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Ans:
Acknowledge their pain - empathize with them. Then apologize and offer a solution to fix the mistake.

If you felt like you were hitting the proverbia "wall" and getting burned out, what would you do to re-energize yourself?
Ans:

Take abreak to rest. Work in smaller increments of time to increase focus with breaks in between. Delegate tasks to those that are willing to help.

If possible, cite role models you're truly passionate about - passion is contagious and will show you're being genuine. If the role model is in the same or similar
industry as the company in an executive level position, even better.

Be sure to paint a clear picture of your career vision that demonstrates your aspirations and goals that are realistic. This could emphasize increased responsibility, the
ability to manage people and so forth

Describe what makes you passionate about the work. It could be the company's vision, the product, your desire to succeed, the clients, your peers and so on. They key
isto first understand what internally motivates you to do your job and then to emphasize that in a positive way

How do you feel about this company's vision?

Ans:

First find out where the company envisionsiitself in 3-5 years. If you can't find the vision of the company, that's probably a big question mark on the company itself.
Once you do, identify how those company's visions aign to your personal values and goals and then articulate how tightly correlated that is to the interviewer. For
example - this company wants to be the #1 provider of green technology in the world and | feel strongly about that vision because we've got a chance to collectively
impact the world to become a greener society and save our clients at the same time!

Ans:

Think of atime where you really stood out and shined within college. It could be a leadership role in a project, it could be your great grades that demonstrate your
intelligence and discipline, it could be the fact that you double majored. Where have you shined?

Do you value recognition or pay more? Why?

Ans:

Either preference is fine, but just remember you have to be able to explain why. If you say recognition, then back that up by describing how achievement really
carries weight with you and how you like to feel valued in the work that you do because it validates that you're helping your teammates / customers and so forth. If
you choose money, you can also explain that is important to you as validation and you can highlight how money is important to you because of your goals (financial
security, providing for your family, and so forth). The key is to be authentic with your answer. However, if you say you value pay more because you're greedy - know
that doesn't align usually to most company's values/vision.

Ans:

Make sure you share a story that demonstrates your presentation skills in front of many people. If you are really brave, offer to give a snippet of that presentation to
the interviewer. Thiswill definitely be different from what most people do.

This question is designed to see if you can rise the occasion. Y ou want to discuss how you are the type to battle competition strongly and then you need to cite an
exampleif possible of your past work experience where you were able to do so.

Companies love it when you discuss how you've made an impact on your teammates, clients, or partners in the business or in school. It should be rewarding because
of the hard work and crestive process that you've put into it.

Ans:
Y ou could discuss the company's vision, culture and solutions/services as reasons for wanting to join it.
