Do your research before answering this question - first, consider what the market average is for this job. Y ou can find that by searching on Google (title followed by
salary) and globalguideline.com and other websites. Then, consider this - based on your work experience and previous results, are you above average, if yes, by what
% increase from your pay today from your perspective? Also - make sure if you aim high you can back it up with facts and your previous results so that you can make
astrong case.

Examine the trends of the company and also where there may be some weaknesses (news articles often document this on public companies or look at their
competitors to see how they're positioning it against them.)

Ans:

Great managers tend to empower their employees to be successful through strong coaching. They understand how to manage relationships - thisis commonly referred
to emotional intelligence. They have to be able to handle both client and staff situations that require them to be calm under pressure to clearly think of solutions to
complex problems. Most importantly they must be able to articulate the vision to the team and inspire them to work together to collectively achieve that goal
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Question - 38:
What types of books or magazines do you typically read?

If you happen to like professional books / magazines that relate to the industry of the company you're
applying for - that's definitely worth highlighting.

(Do keep it
semi-professional, though: Saying you like to have afew beers at the local hot spot on Saturday night is fine. Telling them that Monday is usually arough day for you
because you're aways hungover is not.)

If asked about plans for continued education, companies typically look for applicants to tie independent goals with the aims of the employer. Interviewers consistently
want to see motivation to learn and improve. Continuing education shows such desires, especially when potentials display interests in academia potentially benefiting
the company.

Answering in terms of "I plan on continuing my studies in the technology field,” when offered a question from a technology firm makes sense. Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
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
