Specia demands: This should include any extraordinary conditions applicable to the job As Scrap Cutter (for example, heavy lifting, exposure to temperature
extremes, prolonged standing, or travel).

Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasksin order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

Situational interviews As Scrap Cutter are similar to behavioral interview questions - but they are focused on the future, and ask hypothetical questions, whereas
behavioral interview questions ook at the past.

The advantage is that employers can put all candidates in the same hypothetical situations, and compare their answers.

Y ou are more likely to be hired if you are willing to work
any time you are needed. However, saying that you are willing and then complaining about the hours once you start working is a recipe for disaster.

Don't say anything that could eliminate you from consideration for the job. For instance, "I'm slow in adapting to change" is not awise answer, since change is par for
the course in most work environments. Avoid calling attention to any weakness that's one of the critical qualities the hiring manager is looking for. And don't try the
old"I'm aworkaholic," or "I'm a perfectionist.
