Question - 28:

Make sure that you are able to recall a specific example of thisin order to show the interviewer that you aren't ssmply making up an
answer that you think they would want to hear.

And, if the restaurant offers the same plate in two portion sizes, state that you would ask
the customer if they would like to order the next size up for asmall increasein price.
