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Question - 56:
What was the most important task you ever had?

No matter how proud you are of these achievements, they don't say anything exciting about you. When you're going for a graduate job, having a degree is hardly
going to make you stand out from the crowd and neither is having a driving licence, which is arequirement of many jobs.
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Question - 57:
What are your salary expectations As Fixed Wing Pilot?

Ans:

This question is like a loaded gun, tricky and dangerous if you're not sure what you are doing. It's not uncommon for people to end up talking salary before really
sdlling their skills, but knowledge is power as this is a negotiation after all. Again, this is an area where doing your research will be helpful as you will have an
understanding of average salary.

One approach is asking the interviewer about the salary range, but to avoid the question entirely, you can respond that money isn't a key factor and you're god isto
advance in your career. However, if you have a minimum figure in mind and you believe you're able to get it, you may find it worth trying.
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Question - 58:
Do you have any question regarding thisjob As Fixed Wing Pilot?
Ans:

Never ask Salary, perks, leave, place of posting, etc. regarded questions. Try to ask more about the company to show how early you can make a contribution to your
organization like. "Sir, with your kind permission | would like to know more about induction and developmental programs?' OR Sir, | would like to have my
feedback, so that | can analyze and improve my strengths and rectify my shortcomings.

Question - 62:
Why should the we hire you as this position As Fixed Wing Pilot?

Ans:

This is the part where you link your skills, experience, education and your personality to the job itself. This is why you need to be utterly familiar with the job
description as well as the company culture. Remember though, it's best to back them up with actual examples of say, how you are a good team player.
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Question - 63:
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four slices a month. If the average dlice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the dlice is 30 sguare inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average dlice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 square inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million sguare feet of pizzaamonth.

Instead, frame things in a way that shows that you're eager to take on new opportunities and that the role you're interviewing for is a better fit for you than your
current or last position. For example, "1'd really love to be part of product development from beginning to end, and | know I'd have that opportunity here." And if you
were let go? Keep it simple: "Unfortunately, | waslet go," isatotally OK answer.
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
